
DRAFT SECOND AMENDMENT TO CONSULTANT SERVICES 
AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF SUNNYVALE AND  

CDM SMITH FOR WATER POLLUTION CONTROL PLANT 
PROGRAM MANAGEMENT SERVICES 

Second Amendment to Consultant Services Agreement, dated  , is by and 
between the CITY OF SUNNYVALE, a municipal corporation ("CITY") and CDM SMITH 
("CONSULTANT"). 

WHEREAS, on March 31, 2014, CITY and CONSULTANT entered into a Consultant Services 
agreement whereby CONSULTANT would provide professional program management services 
necessary for oversight, analysis, coordination, review, consultation, services during construction and 
other services for a project known as Water Pollution Control Plant Program Management; and 

WHEREAS, on March 28, 2017, CITY and CONSULTANT entered into an Amendment to 
Consultant Services Agreement to additional scope of work as outlined in both Exhibit A-1 and B-1and 
to extend the Time for Performance through 03/31/2020; and  

WHEREAS, the parties now agree that a Second Amendment to said Agreement is advisable; 

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES ENTER INTO THIS SECOND AMENDMENT TO 
CONSULTANT SERVICES AGREEMENT: 

1. Services by CONSULTANT

CONSULTANT shall provide Program Management Core Services in accordance with Exhibit “A”, 
Exhibit “A-1”, and Exhibit “A-2” entitled “Scope of Work.” 

2. Notice to Proceed/Completion of Services
[Replace section (b) with the following]:

(b) When CITY determines that CONSULTANT has satisfactorily completed the services defined
in Exhibit “A”, Exhibit “A-1,” and Exhibit “A-2” CITY shall give CONSULTANT written Notice of Final 
Acceptance, and CONSULTANT shall not incur any further costs hereunder. CONSULTANT may request 
this determination of completion when, in its opinion, it has satisfactorily completed the Scope of Work 
(Exhibit “A”, Exhibit “A-1”, and Exhibit “A-2”) and if so requested, CITY shall make this determination within 
fourteen (14) days of such request. 

4. Payment of Fees and Expenses for Core Services and Additional Reconstruction Program Tasks
[Replace this section with the following]:

CITY agrees to pay CONSULTANT for the services rendered pursuant to this Agreement the not- 
to-exceed amounts and/or rates set forth in in the attached Exhibits “B”, “B-2”, and “B-4” – Compensation 
Schedule and Exhibits “B-1”and “B-3” – Additional Reconstruction Program Tasks. CONSULTANT 
acknowledges that any work associated with Additional Reconstruction Program Tasks shall be 
authorized by CITY on an as-needed basis, and the scope and fee for individual tasks will be negotiated 
in advance and agreed to in writing by both parties through duly executed task order. 

Payments shall be made to CONSULTANT on a monthly basis. Compensation will not be due 
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until a detailed billing is submitted to CITY within a reasonable time before payment is expected to allow 
for normal CITY processing. An estimate of the percent of total completion associated with the various 
categories of the services shall be furnished by CONSULTANT with said billing. Costs for reimbursable 
expenses will be paid in accordance with the amounts and terms established in Exhibits “C” and “C-1” 
– Compensation for Reimbursable Expenses.

In no event shall the total amount of compensation payable under this Agreement for Program 
Management Core Services exceed the sum of Sixteen Million Eight Hundred Twenty Three Thousand 
Forty Six and No/100 Dollars ($16,823,046), unless upon written modification of this Agreement 
executed by both parties. 

In no event shall the total amount of compensation payable under this Agreement for Additional 
Reconstruction Program Tasks exceed the sum of Four Million Four Hundred Eighty Thousand and 
No/100 Dollars ($4,480,000), unless upon written modification of this Agreement executed by both 
parties. 

All invoices, including detailed backup, shall be sent to City of Sunnyvale, attention Accounts 
Payable, P.O. Box 3707, Sunnyvale, CA 94088-3707. 

8. Standard of Workmanship

The plans, designs, specifications, estimates, calculations reports and other documents
furnished under the Scope of Work (Exhibits "A”, “A-1”, and “A-2”), and Additional Reconstruction 
Program Tasks (Exhibits “B-1” and “B-3”) if authorized, shall be of a quality acceptable to CITY.

SCOPE OF WORK 

The Donald M. Somers Water Pollution Control Plant (WPCP) is one of the oldest wastewater treatment 

facilities on the West Coast.  In 2016, City Council adopted a Master Plan which serves as a guide for 

reconstruction of the WPCP.  This Master Plan is now being implemented as the Sunnyvale Cleanwater 

Program, with a total cost of approximately $694 million in the FY 2018/19 Adopted Budget.   

In 2016, the City successfully secured a $127 million Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan for 

Project 1.1–Headworks and Primary Treatment (824771) in this Program.  Over the life of that loan, the 

savings in debt service is likely to exceed $40 million relative to traditional municipal bonds.  Three other 

projects, now in the early stages of design, are budgeted at $231 million over the next five years.  This scope 

includes the following loan application and administration services necessary to capitalize on similar 

opportunities for these three projects:

Consultant will take the lead role in responding

to requests for additional information during Engineering Due Diligence conducted by EPA,

including facilitation of site visits if requested.  Financial Advisor will take the lead role in

responding to questions arising during Credit Assessment.

Underwriter will also lead term sheet development and credit agreement negotiation on behalf of

the City.  Consultant will provide as-needed support for these activities.

This task includes up to six (6) additional coordination meetings with the WIFIA Team and ad hoc

coordination with project design teams.

Under this task, Consultant will prepare and track draw requests, progress reports, and milestone

reports; compile and submit additional project-related documents as required by EPA; lead periodic

status meetings; prepare for and participate in EPA site visits; and respond to requests for WIFIA

program evaluation data.

Consultant will verify that contracts issued for eligible costs are consistent with federal compliance

requirements.

Assumptions

 Post-construction reporting will be performed by the Underwriter and/or the City’s Finance

Department.

 Draw requests, progress reports, and status meetings will be annual, for the duration of

construction.  Construction is expected to extend from 2021 through 2025.

 Three (3) milestone reports will be required, one (1) at the completion of each construction

contract.

 One (1) site visit will be conducted.

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their Financial Assistance Application Submittal Tool (FAAST); and respond to SWRCB’s 

questions and requests for follow-up information.

6. Project 8.3 (Administration and Lab Building) CWSRF Loan Re-Application

When a CWSRF application was submitted for Project 8.3 in 2018, this project received seven (7)

priority points out of a maximum of 16.  Since project completeness is one of the evaluation

criteria, it is anticipated that a re-application submitted in 2019 or 2020 would receive a higher

score.

Under this task, the Consultant will update the General, Technical, Environmental, and Financial

Package of the application submitted in 2018; transmit to SWRCB via FAAST; and respond to

SWRCB’s questions and requests for follow-up information.

7. Project 2.2 (Secondary Treatment Improvements) CWSRF Loan Administration

Consultant will provide as-needed assistance during negotiation of the loan agreement between

SWRCB and Office of the City Attorney.  Following loan execution, Consultant will lead

compliance with SRF requirements during project bid and construction.
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The City’s Construction Management Consultant (CMC) will be the Contractor’s primary point-of-

contact.  Consultant will review all American Iron and Steel (AIS) submittals and advise CMC as-

needed on any questions related to Davis-Bacon, Minority Business Enterprise/Women’s Business 

Enterprise (MBE/WBE), and AIS requirements. 

Consultant will be the point-of-contact with SWRCB during construction.  Consultant will prepare 

quarterly progress reports documenting schedule and work status, issue resolution, change orders, 

and regulatory compliance over the previous period.  Progress report will be accompanied by 

disbursement request.  Consultant is responsible for review and annotation of the previous quarter’s 

invoices, preparation of City staff cost summary, completion of five (5) required forms, and 

maintenance of a spreadsheet for tracking requested and reimbursed costs 

Construction administration also includes submitting Compliance Certifications and annual 

MBE/WBE reporting forms (UR-334), as well as coordination and preparation for field visits upon 

request by SWRCB. 

After project Final Completion, Consultant will prepare the final disbursement request and project 

completion report.  Following acceptance of the project completion report, coordination with 

SWRCB during the loan repayment period will transition to the City.

9. Project 2.1 (Existing Plant Rehabilitation) Predesign Report (Optional)

Under Task 2, it is assumed that Consultant will receive Conceptual Design Reports from the

design engineers for Projects 2.1 and 8.3.  If one of those teams is unable to produce the

Conceptual Design Report prior to the WIFIA application deadline, Consultant will prepare a

predesign report to submit in lieu.

The Predesign Report for Project 2.1 will be prepared utilizing information presented in the Final

Condition Assessment Report, and will reflect the most likely perimeter wall alignment, based on

information available at that time.  The Predesign Report will provide background information on

the pipelines and treatment facilities to be rehabilitated and will address technical feasibility

(including overall constructability and operability of the project) and technical risk associated with
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the project. A construction cost estimate (based on a conceptual-level design) and construction 

schedule will be included in the Predesign Report, as well as operations and maintenance 

information to demonstrate that the useful life of the improvements is equal to or greater than the 

period of credit assistance.

 Predesign Report does not include production of new layouts or renderings.

 Construction cost estimate will be based on a conceptual-level design.

 City will provide consolidated comments within two weeks of receiving Draft Predesign

Report.

10. Project 2.1 (Existing Plant Rehabilitation) CWSRF Loan Administration (Optional)

This task will be authorized only if a CWSRF loan is secured for Project 2.1 following completion

of Task 5.

Consultant will provide as-needed assistance during negotiation of the loan agreement between

SWRCB and Office of the City Attorney.  Following loan execution, Consultant will lead

compliance with SRF requirements during project bid and construction.

The City’s CMC will be the Contractor’s primary point-of-contact.  Consultant will review all AIS

submittals and advise CMC as-needed on any questions related to Davis-Bacon, MBE/WBE, and

AIS requirements.

Consultant will be the point-of-contact with SWRCB during construction.  Consultant will prepare

quarterly progress reports documenting schedule and work status, issue resolution, change orders,

and regulatory compliance over the previous period.  Progress report will be accompanied by

disbursement request.  Consultant is responsible for review and annotation of the previous quarter’s

invoices, preparation of City staff cost summary, completion of five required forms, and

maintenance of a spreadsheet for tracking requested and reimbursed costs
