1. 18-0776 Direction Regarding Public Outreach and Submitting a Charter 

Amendment to Voters Regarding Changing At-large with 

Numbered Seats to District-Based Elections

City Attorney John Nagel introduced outside Counsel Marguerite Leoni of Nielsen, 

Merksamer, Parrinello, Gross & Leoni. Ms. Leoni provided her legal background in 

redistricting and the California Voting Rights Act.  

City Attorney Nagel provided the staff report.  Outside Counsel Leoni provided her 

report. 

The Council recessed at 9:09 p.m. and reconvened at 9:19 p.m. with all 

Councilmembers present.

The Public Hearing was opened at 9:19 p.m. 
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Richard Mehlinger requested consideration of an option of a 3/2 district where each 

district will elect a councilmember every two years which will encourage civic 

engagement. He suggested that staff examine electing councilmembers by approval 

voting. 

David Wessel, speaking on behalf of John Cordes, read a statement from Mr. 

Cordes supporting staff’s proposal to obtain public input and in support of 

Alternative 1.  David Wessel speaking for himself spoke in support of approval 

voting. 

Steve Chessin, President of Californians for Electoral Reform, stated he is a 

nationally recognized expert on electoral systems. He stated that the staff report had 

incorrect information regarding the Santa Clara County Registrar of Voters 

discussion on cumulative and ranked-choice voting, and distributed the County’s 

timetable regarding new voting equipment.  He also urged the Council to create a 

citizen’s advisory commission to determine the best way to elect the City Council. 

Charles Coston spoke in support of district based voting. 

Margaret Okuzumi urged Council to appoint a Charter Review Committee to 

address these issues in depth and to look at other alternatives that make sense for 

Sunnyvale. She also spoke to leaving the question of a directly elected mayor 

alone.  

Serge Rudaz stated that Council should focus on doing the right thing and not be 

concerned on the money associated with a potential litigation. He spoke in favor of 

a citizens’ advisory committee that includes a statistician and demographer, and 

encouraged staff to use a 95% confidence level as the standard. 

Linda Davis stated that the underlying problem is that the Council does not reflect 

the community and expressed support for looking at alternatives that will fix the real 

problem.  

Sarah Luttman stated that we need to question why the change and that hopefully it 

is to ensure that our community is reflected in our council, not to save money on a 

lawsuit. She suggested that the public outreach be done with the message of 

having a fair, equitable and representative election process that complies with the 

lawsuit.
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Mason Fong, chair of the Board of Library Trustees, stated that it is appropriate for 

the City to be proactive on this issue, that he agreed with the statements from the 

League of Women Voters that the framing of this issue and the background section 

of any future report is important, and urged that the alternatives not specify the type 

of election system. He further stated that town halls have been very effective and 

that outreach needs to be diversified.

Zachary Kaufman asked if a charter amendment can have a sunset provision. 

Steve Scandalis spoke about the current governance system, spoke in support of a 

charter amendment election regarding district based elections so that the first 

district election is in November 2020, and commended Councilmember Smith for 

closing her Candidate Committee and donating an unsolicited political action 

committee contribution to a charitable cause.

The Public Hearing was closed at 9:49 p.m.

MOTION: Mayor Hendricks moved and Councilmember Melton seconded the 

motion to approve Alternative 1 with additions: Direct staff to scope a public 

outreach and education plan for receiving public input on whether the Council 

should place a measure on the November 2020 ballot for voters to decide whether 

to amend the City Charter to change from at large with numbered seats to district 

based elections or other approaches that are tailored as pertained to the California 

Voting Rights Act, and return to Council by November 2018 for approval of the 

outreach plan which includes outreach in multiple languages and resources 

necessary to implement that plan; and creation of a citizens advisory committee 

where staff can consider the appropriate groups to be included in it. 

FRIENDLY AMENDMENT: Councilmember Goldman moved a friendly amendment 

to include consideration of voting systems into the motion.  Mayor Hendricks 

declined to accept the friendly amendment.

SUBJECT
Adopt a Resolution of Intention Ordering the Proposed Vacation of a Portion of Carl Road Westerly of
Borregas Avenue and Set the Public Hearing Date for November 13, 2018

BACKGROUND
In August 2016, City Council adopted a Master Plan for the Sunnyvale Clean Water Program (SCWP)
to guide improvements to the Water Pollution Control Plant (Plant) facilities and operations over the
next 30 or more years. The Master Plan was developed to address several challenges facing the
Plant today and into the future, as well as to support City policies. These challenges include: aging
infrastructure; changes in regulatory requirements; and increases in population, flows and loads. The
Master Plan identifies capital improvement projects, estimates costs, and recommends
implementation approaches to achieve the planning objectives. The City has adopted a final program
environmental impact report (PEIR) for the Master Plan in compliance with the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the CEQA Guidelines.

The proposed street vacation is associated with the Caribbean Drive Parking and Trail Access
Enhancements Project, which is one of the first projects in the implementation of the SCWP. At
present, the public uses Carl Road, which fronts the Plant, to access the San Francisco Bay Trail
(Bay Trail). The Bay Trail is an over 400-mile regional park path system, including 3.45 miles in the
City of Sunnyvale, linking 47 cities around the shoreline of the San Francisco Bay.

Since 2010, parking and a trailhead on the west side of the Plant along Carl Road have provided the
public with access to a 2.4-mile segment (the “Moffett Connector”) that connects the Sunnyvale
Baylands to the Stevens Creek Trail. With the Caribbean Drive Parking and Trail Access
Enhancements project, the City is looking to enhance the entrance of the Bay Trail by relocating it to
Caribbean Drive for several reasons which include:

· Currently, due to space constraints along Carl Road, there is no opportunity for expanding the
public parking to meet the demands of increased Bay Trail use.

· The current access point is in an area heavily trafficked with regular Plant deliveries which
inconveniences both the public and Plant.

· The construction related to the SCWP as well as future changes with Plant site layout and
circulation will increase the congestion in the area adding to current public and Plant
inconveniences.

Vacating the Portion of Carl Road westerly of Borregas Avenue is one of the first steps in moving
forward with the SCWP build out.

EXISTING POLICY
The vacation of streets, highways and public service easements is governed by Streets and
Highways Code Section 8320 et seq.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The action being considered is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA")
pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15061 (b) (3) as the activity is covered by the general rule that
CEQA applies only to projects which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the
environment. Where it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in
question may have a significant effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.

DISCUSSION
In 1896 a subdivision map entitled Map of the J.T. Murphy Subdivision No. 3, created Lots 78, 79 and
80, with Carl Road and Borregas Avenue being dedicated thereon to provide access to the Lots. As
these streets were dedicated on the above-mentioned subdivision map, it has been determined
through a title report, with the City owning properties adjacent to both sides of the proposed vacated
streets, the underlying owner is the City.

The California Streets and Highway Code, Section 8320 et seq., provides for a general vacation
procedure which facilitates the process of vacating a public street or easement.  To use this
procedure, certain findings must be made by the legislative body.  With the City owning all parcels
adjacent to the streets proposed to be vacated, it has been determined that the streets are no longer
needed for public use and will help facilitate the construction of the new Water Pollution Control Plant
project.

City departments, utility companies and other government entities were notified of the proposal and
were given the opportunity to submit easement reservations for existing utilities in the proposed
streets to be vacated and to report any comments or conflicts. The City received responses back
from PG&E, AT&T, Frontier Communication, and XO Communications. The utilities had no issues

with the street vacation.

The attached Resolution of Intention sets a public hearing for Tuesday, November 13, 2018
(Attachment 1). Upon approval, notice of the hearing will be published in the Sunnyvale Sun
community newspaper for two successive weeks, and those portions of the area proposed to be
vacated will be posted at least two weeks prior to the hearing. At the Public Hearing, a Resolution
Ordering Vacation will be submitted for adoption, at which time, the findings will need to be made by
the City Council that the proposed vacation of this portion of Carl Road Westerly of Borregas Avenue
is no longer needed for the public right-of-way. The legal description and map depicting the general
vicinity and showing the details of the proposed vacation are attached to the Resolution of Intention
as Exhibit “A”.

FISCAL IMPACT
None with this action as this vacation request is due to a City initiated project.

PUBLIC CONTACT
Public contact was made by posting the Council agenda on the City's official-notice bulletin board
outside City Hall, at the Sunnyvale Senior Center, Community Center and Department of Public
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Safety; and by making the agenda and report available at the Sunnyvale Public Library, the Office of
the City Clerk and on the City's website.

City departments, utility companies and other government entities were notified of the proposed
vacation and were given the opportunity to submit easement reservations and any comments or
conflicts. Several responses were received, and all were favorable of the vacation.

SUBJECT
Adopt Resolutions Approving Amendments to the City’s Contribution for CalPERS Medical Insurance
for Management, SEA, Confidential, and SEIU Employees and Annuitants (Retirees)

BACKGROUND
The City’s healthcare is administered through CalPERS. CalPERS healthcare is regulated by the
Public Employees' Medical and Hospital Care Act (PEMHCA), which requires participating agencies
to adopt a resolution stating the employer contribution amount toward the employees’ and retirees’
medical plans. The resolution is adopted annually or when there are changes in bargaining unit
agreements affecting amounts paid by the city toward medical coverage. PEMHCA regulations
further require that medical insurance contributions for retired annuitants paid for by a contracting
agency be equal to the medical insurance contributions paid for its active employees.

EXISTING POLICY
In accordance with Article 8 of PEMHCA, the City’s contract with CalPERS provides that the City’s
contribution towards medical insurance (and the effective date of said contribution) be the same for
active employees and retirees.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The action being considered does not constitute a “project” with the meaning of the California
Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378 (b)(4) in that it is a
fiscal activity that does not involve any commitment to any specific project which may result in a
potential significant impact on the environment.

DISCUSSION
As established during negotiations with the Sunnyvale Employees Association (SEA) and the Service
Employees International Union (SEIU), the existing Memoranda of Understanding for these
respective bargaining units provide for annual increases in the City’s contribution toward medical
coverage for active employees. The total City medical and cafeteria contribution for SEA is 80% (52%
for SEIU) of the average of the family level monthly premium of the Blue Shield Access+ and Kaiser
medical plans. The amount for the City payment towards medical coverage is 49% of the total City
medical and cafeteria contribution but not exceeding a 5% increase from the prior year. Based on the
increases from CalPERS for the 2019 health plan rates, an increase is needed for the PEHMCA rate
for City employees and retirees.

Additionally, Article 5.505 of the Salary Resolution provides that effective January 1 of each year, the
City’s contribution for medical coverage for active management employees shall be no less than the
highest City contribution for any of the represented employee groups. As a result of these provisions
and in order to meet the CalPERS requirement that the City’s medical contribution be the same

amount for employees and retirees, the City’s contribution to CalPERS for retiree medical coverage
shall be increased appropriately.

Effective January 1, 2019, the City’s PEMHCA contribution for medical coverage for retirees in SEA,
Confidential and Management will be $877.44, an increase of $41.78 per retiree per month. The City
contribution for medical coverage for retirees in SEIU will be $482.62, an increase of $22.98 per
retiree per month.

FISCAL IMPACT
The cost of this amendment to the City’s contribution has been included for in the FY 2018/19
budget.

Amend an Existing Agreement for Design and Construction Support Services (F16-140) and Approve
an Increase to Construction Contract Contingency (UW-16-01) and Finding of California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) Categorical Exemption for Citywide Waterline Replacement 2017
(PW18-01)

REPORT IN BRIEF
Approval is requested to amend an existing agreement with Bellecci & Associates, Inc. (Bellecci) to
provide additional design services in the amount of $21,990, increasing the not to exceed amount
from $222,415 to $244,405. Approval is also requested for a 10% contingency in the amount of
$2,199 which will increase the current contingency amount from $22,242 to $24,441. Total expenses
for the contract term, including contingencies, will not exceed $268,846.

Approval is also requested to increase the construction contract contingency an additional 9.9% with
Northern Underground Construction, Inc. in an amount of $363,000 to provide additional scope of
work. This will increase the current contingency amount from $366,061 to $729,061.

EXISTING POLICY
Pursuant to Section 2.09.040 of the Sunnyvale Municipal Code, City Council approval is required for
public works contracts exceeding $100,000 in any one transaction.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) determination for the project is a categorical
exemption pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15302 (c) for replacement or reconstruction of an
existing utility system and/or facility involving negligible or no expansion of capacity.

BACKGROUND AND DISCUSSION
The Environmental Service Department (ESD) has become aware of water quality and water supply
issues on Lincoln Ave between S. Bayview Ave and Central Ave. The 800 feet long, 4-inch diameter
cast iron water main at Lincoln Avenue was built in the 1950s and serves 30 homes. Recently, ESD
received water quality complaints from residents in this area, after which it launched an investigation
into the source of the water quality problems. During the investigation, the 4-inch main was
discovered to have severe sediment formation and encrustation known as tuberculation. This
tuberculation is discoloring residents’ drinking water and reducing available flow to the adjacent fire
hydrants.

Due to the water quality and fire flow concerns, it is critical that this main line is replaced as soon as
possible, rather than waiting until the next construction contract for these services scheduled in FY
2019/20. Currently, Northern Underground Construction, Inc. is the contractor for the Waterline
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Replacement 2017 Project (RTC No.18-0282) that is performing similar scope of services on
adjacent streets. Bellecci is the design consultant for this project (RTC No. 16-0981). Both the
consultant and the contractor are familiar with the necessary scope of work, are well positioned to
quickly perform the work because they are actively performing similar services for the City, and are
available to assist in plan and specification development and construction for the urgent work.

Based on an initial scope of work and in alignment with the current bid prices for the Citywide
Waterline Replacement Project, Northern Underground Inc. has proposed a construction cost of
$330,000. The Department of Public Works is requesting $363,000 which includes additional funds
for street surface restoration and to cover unforeseen events or circumstances. This additional
construction scope of work can be addressed as a change order to the current construction contract
and performed within the increased contract contingency for the Citywide Waterline Replacement
2017 project.

After negotiating the scope of work with Bellecci, a design proposal was provided in the amount not
to exceed $21,990. To account for any potential changes to this design, the City is requesting an
additional contingency as is typical. The design by Bellecci will take 6 to 8 weeks, and it will be
completed prior to the contractor’s overall completion date for the Citywide Waterline Replacement
2017 project. Northern Underground Construction will be able to accommodate this extra work on
Lincoln Avenue without having to remobilize.

FISCAL IMPACT
Funding for both the design and construction work is available in Project 825451 - Citywide Waterline
Replacement.

Funding Source
The funding source is the Water Supply and Distribution Fund.

REPORT TO PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION

SUBJECT
Recommendation to City Council to Approve a Special Agreement between the City of Sunnyvale
and Unique Boutique for the Operation of a Gift Shop at the Sunnyvale Senior Center.

BACKGROUND
Unique Boutique is an independent membership organization that has operated a gift shop at the
Sunnyvale Senior Center since 1980.  The City of Sunnyvale has granted Unique Boutique, through
a Special Agreement, use of dedicated space for the purposes of selling homemade goods and crafts
produced by local seniors.  As a condition of this use, Unique Boutique provides the City with
revenues equal to 10% of gross monthly receipts and agrees to maintain a membership that consists
of at least 51% of Sunnyvale residents.  All members of Unique Boutique are also required to be paid
members of the Sunnyvale Senior Center program.

The most recent Special Agreement with Unique Boutique expired in 2009 and a new Agreement that
incorporates updated insurance coverage is required to bring the operation into full compliance with
Council Policy 7.2.4 (Relationship with Outside Groups).

The purpose of this report is to request that the Commission recommend to the City Council approval
of a new Special Agreement with Unique Boutique that: 1) allows for continued use of dedicated
space at the Senior Center; 2) requires a payment of 10% of the gross monthly receipts to the City;
3) maintains the stipulation that at least 51% of Unique Boutique members be Sunnyvale residents
and 100% of its membership be members of the Sunnyvale Senior Center; and 4) incorporates
updated insurance requirements in accordance with City standards.  The City Council is scheduled to
hear this item on September 25, 2018.

EXISTING POLICY
Council Policy 7.2.4 - Relationships with Outside Groups (Attachment 2)

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The action being considered does not constitute a “project” within meaning of the California
Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378(b)(5) in that it is a
governmental organizational or administrative activity that will not result in direct or indirect changes
in the environment.

DISCUSSION
Per Council Policy 7.2.4 (Relationships with Outside Groups) outside groups who provide a
community service or promote an informed interest in the City’s objectives, services, facilities and
programs for the benefit of its residents and businesses are eligible to receive support from the City.
For outside groups seeking to receive higher levels of support than that identified in the policy, such
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as a waiver of standard facility rental fees, a Special Agreement is reviewed by the appropriate board
or commission and approved by the City Council.

The City of Sunnyvale has maintained a Special Agreement with Unique Boutique to operate a
storefront gift shop at the Sunnyvale Senior Center in Room #518 since 1980.  The gift shop, (open
to the public, Monday through Friday from 10:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. during regular Senior Center
hours), sells handmade goods and crafts produced by local seniors.  The operation of the gift shop
not only provides seniors with an opportunity to maintain financial independence but also provides
enhanced socialization and engagement with their peers through shared interests and talents.

The City benefits from the presence of a high-quality gift shop at the Senior Center that attracts
community members who might not otherwise visit the Center. In addition, the City receives rent in
the form of 10% of gross monthly receipts and increased membership fees.  The Special Agreement
with Unique Boutique contains a stipulation that 100% of the Unique Boutique membership be paid
members of the Sunnyvale Senior Center program.

Last year, it was noted that the Special Agreement with Unique Boutique had expired in 2009.  While
the Unique Boutique has continued to operate in accordance with the previous Agreement, a new
Agreement is required to comply with Council Policy 7.2.4 and with the City’s current standards for
insurance coverage (Commercial General Liability of $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000
annual aggregate).

In consideration of the community benefit generated, it is recommended that the Commission
recommend to the City Council that the City Manager be authorized to execute a three-year Special
Agreement with Unique Boutique (Attachment 3).

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no direct cost to the City to provide dedicated facility space to Unique Boutique through this
Special Agreement. Based on receipts from the past four years, it is anticipated that this agreement
will result in an average annual net revenue of $2,300 to the City.

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Policy 7.2.4  Relationships with Outside Groups 
 
POLICY PURPOSE: 
 
The intent of this policy is to identify the various types of support the City will provide to 
outside groups and/or independent organizations, as well as the circumstances under which 
support will be provided. 
 
POLICY STATEMENTS: 
 
Eligibility 
 
Outside groups and/or independent organizations provided support under this policy shall 
provide a community service, or promote an informed interest in the City’s objectives, 
services, facilities and programs for the benefit of its residents and businesses, and/or have 
its purpose the raising of funds and provision of financial support for the City’s programs, 
and comply with the First Amendment, pertinent federal and state laws as well as City 
ordinances. 
 
Types of Support 
 
1. Financial Support 
 
Human Services Groups seeking financial support from the City must comply with the 
City’s Human Services Policy (Council Policy 5.1.3) administered by the Department of 
Community Development.  This is true regardless of the type of funding desired by the 
group (i.e., printing costs, facility rental fees, insurance costs, general operating expenditure 
support, etc.) 
 
Additional financial support is available only through a Special Agreement (see below). 
 
2. Use of City Facilities 
 
It is the City’s policy to afford use of specific City facilities-during such times the City does 
not itself have use for said facilities- to outside groups and/or independent organizations.  
Outside groups and independent organizations using City facilities shall do so consistent 
with City policies on facility use and shall pay all required fees in accordance with 
established fee schedules. 
 
Additional use of City Facilities is available only through a Special Agreement (see below).

7.2.4 – Page 2 

1. Council Banner Policy (Council Policy 2.5.2) which defines conditions and 
circumstances under which outside groups are allowed to hang banners on City 
property. 

2. Administrative policies governing City publications and other forms of media (e.g. 
KSUN-15), and the display or distribution of printed materials on City property. 

 
3. Outside groups are prohibited from using the City’s logo for any purpose unless 

specifically authorized to do so by the City. 
 

Other Support (Special Agreements) 
 

Outside Groups or independent organizations seeking higher levels of support or different 
types of support than are provided for above, shall submit a written request to the 
appropriate Department for review. 
 
Examples include, but are not limited to: approval to put the City’s logo on the independent 
organization’s printer materials; use of City spaces for special uses not covered by standard 
facility rental fees (e.g., storage, snack shacks; construction of special structures or fixtures 
on City property).  Following review, staff shall inform the requestor as to: 
 
1.  Whether staff supports the provision of the requested support. 
 
2.  The required approval process (Does it require City Manager or City Council 

approval? Does it require a study issue to be ranked by City Council?)  Any 
agreement including the provision of City facilities, goods or services to an outside 
group for less than the approved fee for those goods or services (or in cases where 
there is no approved fee where City goods or services are provides at less than the 
cost incurred by the City to provide them) shall require Council approval. Any 
Special Agreement requiring Council approval shall first be reviewed by the 
appropriate board or commission.  Where no appropriate board or commission 
exists, the Office of the City Manager shall provide its recommendation to City 
Council.

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FACILITY USE AGREEMENT
BETWEEN

CITY OF SUNNYVALE AND
UNIQUE BOUTIQUE

This user agreement (“Agreement”) is effective on execution date, by and between the City of 
Sunnyvale (“City”) and Unique Boutique (“User”), for the purpose of providing space at the 
Sunnyvale Senior Center for members of Unique Boutique to sell handmade items and goods.

RECITALS

1. City operates the Sunnyvale Senior Center (the “Senior Center”), located at 550 E. 
Remington Ave, Sunnyvale CA 94087, which provides programming and services to 
member adults ages 50 or older.

2. Many members of the Senior Center create a variety of handicrafts and handmade items, 
and Unique Boutique is a cooperative organization formed to provide those individuals 
an outlet to sell their items.

3. For many years, the City has provided Unique Boutique Access to Room 518 at the 
Senior Center for the purpose of providing a location for members to sell their 
handicrafts, while providing a nominal commission to the City for use of the room. 

4. Senior Center staff members have observed that operation of the Unique Boutique 
provides benefits to members of the Senior Center by encouraging healthy creative and 
business activity, as well as to the community by providing the opportunity to purchase 
unique, locally made products.

5. In light of these benefits, the City and Unique Boutique wish to continue the longstanding 
partnership and operation of Unique Boutique from Senior Center Room 518, based on 
the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, for valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is 
hereby acknowledged, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. License. Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, City hereby 
grants to User a revocable and non-exclusive license to use Room 518 at the Senior 
Center (the “Premises”) for the sole purpose of conducting the activities described in 
Section 2 of this Agreement, at User’s sole cost and expense.  User acknowledges that the 
purpose of this Agreement is solely to allow User access to the Premises in order to 
perform User’s Activities and for no other purpose.  Accordingly, User agrees that it shall 
not use the Premises for any other purposes whatsoever during the term of this 
Agreement.

2. Permitted Use of Premises. User shall use the Premises for the sole purpose of selling 
hand made goods and crafts made by members of Unique Boutique (“Boutique”) on a 
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consignment basis. User shall be responsible for all business operations associated with 
Unique Boutique, including but not limited to day-to-day store operations, sales, 
accounting, and maintenance and upkeep of the contents of the Premises, including sales 
items, furniture, fixtures, windows, display cases, wall space, and storage cabinets, which 
User shall maintain in a clean, attractive, and orderly condition. User understands and 
agrees that those contents remain the property of City and agree to replace any such 
contents damaged or destroyed as a result of User’s use. User shall ensure that Boutique 
is appropriately staffed and open to the public Monday through Friday, from 10:30 AM 
until 2:30 PM, during regular business hours.  Changes in days and/or hours of operation 
shall be approved by City prior to implementation. User shall secure the premises at the 
close of each business day and maintain an adequate number of individuals to handle the 
day to day operations therein.

3. User Obligations. In addition to the obligations set forth in Section 2 of this agreement, 
User shall:
(a) Maintain a current Sunnyvale Business License.
(b) Maintain a membership and Board membership of at least 51% Sunnyvale residents, 

and require that all members of the UNIQUE BOUTIQUE are current members of the 
Sunnyvale Senior Center. Partner Organization shall provide CITY with membership 
roster, noting the residency of every member and board member, each year no later 
than June 1st.

(c) Maintain a system of records and accounts approved by CITY. On or before the 30th 
day of each month UNIQUE BOUTIQUE shall deliver to City a statement showing 
the total amounts of money collected or received by UNIQUE BOUTIQUE from all 
sources during the preceding calendar month.

(d) Be responsible for mailing and printing costs for any materials associated with 
Unique Boutique.

(e) Except as provided in section 4 of this Agreement, User shall be solely responsible 
for repairing, cleaning and/or otherwise maintaining the Premises such that the 
Premises will be left in substantially the same condition that existed prior to User’s 
use, and for all costs related thereto.

4. City Obligations. City shall provide User the use of the Premises for the purpose of and 
consideration described in this Agreement, and shall list and/or promote Unique Boutique
in the Department of Library and Community Services/Community Services Division 
quarterly Activity Guide, on the Division website and/or in other Division written or on-
line materials as space and resources are available as determined by City staff. City shall 
provide designated User staff access to a key to the Premises during regular business 
hours. City shall provide heating, air-conditioning, lighting, annual carpet cleaning, 
HVAC related maintenance, and exterior window washing, storage space as available and 
determined by City Staff, and greeting, information and referral support from the front 
reception desk as needed for the Unique Boutique.

5. Consideration. User shall pay to City ten percent of all gross member sales, with
payments to the “City of Sunnyvale” on a monthly basis by the 20th day of each month 
for the preceding calendar month.
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6. Term and Expiration of License. The term of this Agreement shall commence upon its 
execution and shall end on June 30, 2021, unless sooner revoked by City.

7. Compliance with Laws.
(a) User shall not discriminate against any employee, volunteer, member or applicant for 

employment because of race, religion, creed, color, gender, age (persons 40 years of 
age or older), disability, national origin, sexual orientation, or any other basis to the 
extent prohibited by federal, state or local law.

(b) User shall comply with all federal, state, county and city laws, statutes, ordinances, 
rules and regulations and the orders and decrees of any courts or administrative 
bodies or tribunals in any manner affecting performance of the Agreement.

8. Independent Contractor. This Agreement is by and between two independent entities that 
have an independent contractual relationship. User shall perform all activities under this 
Agreement as an independent contractor, and neither party shall have the authority to 
bind or make any commitment on behalf of the other.  City does not retain the right to 
control the means or the method by which User performs work under this Agreement. 
Nothing contained in this Agreement shall be deemed to create any association, 
partnership, joint venture or relationship of principal and agent, master and servant, or 
employer and employee between the City and User and any of their employees, agents, 
affiliates or other representatives, or between the City and any individual assigned by 
User to perform any services for the City. User or any agent or employee of User is liable 
for the acts and omissions of itself, its employees and its agents. User shall be responsible 
for all obligations and payments, whether imposed by federal, state or local law, 
including, but not limited to, FICA, income tax withholdings, unemployment 
compensation, insurance, and other similar responsibilities related to User’s performing 
services and work, or any agent or employee of User providing same. 

9. Indemnity. Except as to the sole negligence or willful misconduct of the indemnified 
party, User shall defend, indemnify and hold the CITY and its officers, employees, 
agents, and volunteers harmless from any and all loss, damage, claim for damage, 
liability, expense, or cost, including attorneys' fees which arises out of or is in any way 
connected with the performance of services under this Agreement by User or any of User
employees, agents, subcontractors, or volunteers, and from all claims by User’s 
employee's, subcontractors, agents, or volunteers for compensation for services rendered 
to User in the performance of this Agreement, notwithstanding that the CITY may have 
benefitted from their services.  This indemnification provision shall apply to any acts or 
omissions, willful misconduct or negligent conduct, whether active or passive, on the part 
of User or of User’s employees, subcontractors, agents, or volunteers.

10. Insurance. User shall procure and maintain, for the duration of the contract, insurance 
against claims for injuries to persons or damages to property which may arise from or in 
connection with the performance of the work by the User, its agents, representatives, or 
employees.

Minimum Scope and Limits of Insurance:  User shall maintain limits no less than:

A. Commercial General Liability: $1,000,000 per occurrence for bodily injury, personal 
injury and property damage and $2,000,000 annual aggregate. ISO Occurrence Form CG 
0001 is required.

Deductibles and Self-Insured Retentions

Any deductibles or self-insured retentions must be declared and approved by the CITY. User shall 
guarantee payment of any losses and related investigations, claim administration and defense 
expenses within the deductible or self-insured retention.

Other Insurance Provisions

The general liability policy is to contain, or be endorsed to contain, the following provisions:

A. The City of Sunnyvale, and its officers, employees and elected officials, boards and 
commissions are to be covered as additional insureds with respects to liability arising out of 
activities performed by or on behalf of the User.  The coverage shall contain no special 
limitations on the scope of protection afforded to the CITY.

B. For any claims related to this project, the User’s insurance shall be primary.  Any insurance 
or self-insurance maintained by CITY shall be excess of User’s insurance and shall not 
contribute with it.  

C. Any failure to comply with reporting or other provisions of the policies including breaches 
of warranties shall not affect coverage provided to the CITY.

D. User’s insurance shall apply separately to each insured against whom claim is made or suit 
is brought, except with respect to the limits of the insurer's liability.

E. Each insurance policy required by this clause shall be endorsed to state that coverage shall 
not be suspended, voided, cancelled by either party, reduced in coverage or in limits except 
after thirty (30) days' prior written notice by certified mail, return receipt requested, has been 
given to the CITY.

F. The policy limits of coverage shall be made available to the full limits of the policy. The 
minimum limits stated above shall not serve to reduce the User’s policy limits of coverage. 
Therefore, the requirements for coverage and limits shall be (1) the minimum coverage and 
limits specified in this agreement, or (2) the broader coverage and maximum limits of 
coverage of any insurance policy or proceeds available to the named insured, whichever is 
greater.

Acceptability of Insurers
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Insurance is to be placed with insurers with a current A.M. Best's rating of no less than A:VII, unless 
otherwise acceptable to the CITY.

Verification of Coverage

User shall furnish the CITY with original Certificates of Insurance effecting the coverage required.  
The certificates are to be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its behalf.  
All certificates are to be received and approved by the CITY prior to commencement of work.

11. Amendments. Any amendments and modifications to this agreement must be in writing 
and signed by each party.

13. Miscellaneous. 
(a) Audit and Inspection of Records. User agrees to maintain and make available to the 

City, during regular business hours, accurate books and accounting records relating to 
its Services. User will permit City to audit, examine and make excerpts and 
transcripts from such books and records, and to make audits of all invoices, materials, 
payrolls, records or personnel and other data related to all other matters covered by 
this Agreement, whether funded in whole or in part under this Agreement. User shall 
maintain such data and records in an accessible location and condition for a period of 
not fewer than five years after final payment under this Agreement or until after final 
audit has been resolved, whichever is later.

(b) No assignment. This Agreement is personal to user and may not be assigned in any 
manner.

(c) Costs and Fees. Should any party hereto bring any claim or action with regard to the 
terms, conditions and/or enforcement of this Agreement, there shall be an award to 
the prevailing party of all reasonable costs, including, but not limited to, reasonable 
attorney fees.

SUBJECT
Appoint Applicants to the Arts Commission, Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Commission, Heritage
Preservation Commission, Housing and Human Services Commission, and Parks and Recreation
Commission

DISCUSSION
The City has ten Council-appointed boards and commissions to recommend and advise City Council
on specific policy-related issues for possible Council study and action, and to provide a forum and
opportunity for broad community participation in the identification and prioritization of those issues.

The term length for boards and commissions is four years, with staggered terms expiring June 30 of
each year. Council makes appointments annually in May/June to fill seats with expiring terms to
serve terms effective July 1, and fills vacancies as necessary quarterly throughout the year.

Per Council Policy 7.2.19, Boards and Commissions appointments of board and commission
members are placed on the City Council meeting agenda. The appointment process is conducted by
one of the following two methods, at the discretion of the Mayor:

1. Individual Candidate Votes: The Mayor will announce by board or commission each
vacancy including its term, and then will read each applicant’s name. Council will vote on each
applicant. The candidate receiving the most affirmative votes and at least four affirmative votes
will be appointed. The process is repeated for each board or commission.

2. Paper Votes: The Mayor will announce each board or commission in an order
predetermined by the City Clerk to facilitate a speedy process and to accommodate applicants
who specify multiple preferences. The City Clerk will distribute individual voting sheets to be
completed by each Councilmember. The candidate receiving the most votes and at least four
affirmative votes will be appointed.

Resolving ties: Should a tie between the candidates receiving the most affirmative votes occur, the
affected applicants will be voted on again. If a tie remains, and the affected applicants each have
received at least four affirmative votes, the Mayor would ask the City Attorney to draw the name of
the person to be appointed.

Should no candidate receive at least four affirmative votes, the vacancy will remain.

Below is the list of applicants for current vacancies, the applicants’ preferences as indicated on their
application when the applicant has applied for more than one board or commission. The term lengths
vary, as these openings are to fill unexpired terms due to resignations or vacancies that remained
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following the previous recruitment process. Council will have the opportunity to specify the lengths of
terms for the new appointees if multiple term lengths exist.

A vacancy also exists on the Personnel Board in the employee-nominated category. City Charter
Section 1007 requires that two of the members of the Personnel Board shall be appointed by the City
Council from a list of five persons nominated by election of the employees in the Classified Service. If
the employees in the Classified Service do not nominate one or more persons to fill a vacancy within
six months of written notification (notice was given May 1, 2018) the City Council may appoint a
member directly to fill the vacancy. The six-month period for receiving nominations from employees
for this vacancy will expire November 1, 2018. The appointment for this vacancy on the Personnel
Board will be scheduled later in November.

Terms of members appointed at this time will become effective immediately. Following appointments,

Introduce an Ordinance to Amend Section 3.80.040 of Sunnyvale’s Minimum Wage Ordinance to
Limit Future Consumer Price Index (CPI) increased to a Maximum of Five (5) Percent and Update
the name of CPI index from the San Francisco-Oakland-San Jose to the San Francisco-Oakland-
Hayward index

BACKGROUND
On October 28, 2014, Council adopted Sunnyvale Municipal Code Chapter 3.80 as a local Minimum
Wage Ordinance (Ordinance) to increase the hourly minimum wage to $10.30. On April 21, 2016,
Council amended the Ordinance by changing the Consumer Price Index (CPI) from the U.S. city
average to the Bay Area average and increased the Sunnyvale’s minimum wage to $15 per the
following schedule:

· $11 per hour on July 1, 2015

· $13 per hour on January 1, 2017

· $15 per hour on January 1, 2018

In 2017, the Santa Clara County Cities Association (Association) voted to keep the “regional
minimum wage” issue as a priority. As part of that effort, Cupertino, San Jose, Palo Alto, Milpitas, Los
Altos, and Santa Clara joined the regional effort and adopted ordinances to incrementally raise their
minimum wage to $15 per hour by 2019 with annual CPI adjustments to start on January or July
2020.

At a February 27, 2018, Council study session, staff provided an update regarding the City and the
region’s efforts regarding the increase to a $15 per hour minimum wage. Consistent with the City’s
ordinance, Sunnyvale’s current minimum wage is $15 per hour and will be adjusted to $15.65 based
on the Bay Area CPI increase on January 1, 2019.

On September 11, 2018, Council directed staff to return with an amendment to the Ordinance to
impose a maximum cap of five (5) percent on future CPI increases. Attachment 1 is a draft ordinance
that includes a cap of five (5) percent on future CPI increases.

EXISTING POLICY
Section 3.80.040 of the Sunnyvale Municipal Code, entitled “Minimum Wage”.

Council Policy 7.3.1 Legislative Management-Goals and Policies:
Policy 7.3B Prepare and update ordinance to reflect current community issues and concerns in
compliance with state and federal laws.
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Council 5.0 Long-term Advocacy Positions-Socio-Economic:
Policy 5.2.3 Supporting the quality of life in Sunnyvale, the City would support legislation to increase
the current minimum wage of tie future increases to CPI or inflation.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
Amending the minimum wage ordinance is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act
(“CEQA”) Guidelines Section 15061(b)(3) in that it is not a project which has the potential for causing
a significant effect on the environment.

DISCUSSION
On January 1, 2018, the cities of Mountain View and Sunnyvale reached $15 per hour minimum
wage. The cities of Los Altos, Milpitas, Palo Alto, San Jose, and Santa Clara will reach $15 per hour
minimum wage in January 2019. The cities of Cupertino, Los Altos, Palo Alto, San Jose, and Santa
Clara will start inflation adjusted increases on January 1, 2020.

On September 11, 2018, Council directed staff to return with an amendment to the Ordinance to
impose a maximum cap of five (5) percent on future CPI increases. The attached amendment shows
a cap of five (5) percent on future increases. Also, the current Ordinance states that CPI increases
will be based on the “Bay Area Consumer Price Index (Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers,
San Francisco-Oakland-San Jose, CA for All Items) or its successor index as published by the U.S.
Department of Labor or its successor agency.” Staff was informed by the Bureau of Labor Statistics
(BLS) that the Bay Area CPI’s new index name is “Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers, San
Francisco-Oakland-Hayward, CA for All Items.” The BLS dropped San Jose and added Hayward.
Since staff is recommending that Council amend the Ordinance to impose a five (5) percent cap on
future increases, staff is also recommending that Council amend the Ordinance to reflect the new
CPI index name (Attachment 1).

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no fiscal impact on the City’s General Fund for this item.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF SUNNYVALE TO AMEND SECTION 3.80.040 OF

WHEREAS, on October 28, 2014, the City Council adopted Sunnyvale Municipal Code 
Chapter 3.80 to implement a local minimum wage for the benefit of workers within the City of 
Sunnyvale; and 

WHEREAS, the City's minimum wage increased to fifteen dollars ($15.00) per hour on 
January 1, 2018, with the next increase scheduled for January 1, 2019, based on the Consumer 
Price Index (Urban Wage Earners and Clerical Workers, San Francisco-Oakland-San Jose, CA 
for All Items); and 

WHEREAS, the Santa Clara County Cities Association made regional minimum wage a 
priority and many cities adopted a minimum wage that capped the Consumer Price Index ("CPI") 
increases at a maximum of five percent annually; and 

WHEREAS, the Bureau of Labor Statistics modified the name of the Bay Area CPI Index 
to replace San Jose with Hayward and is now referred to as "San Francisco-Oakland-Hayward"; 
and 

WHEREAS, this ordinance is intended to align the City's local minimum wage rates with 
other cities within Santa Clara County by imposing a five percent maximum cap for the annual 
CPI increase as well as update the Bay Area CPI index name. 

NOW THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SUNNYVALE DOES 
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS: 

SECTION 1. Section 3.80.040 AMENDED. Section 3.80.040 of Chapter 3.80 
(Minimum Wage Ordinance) of Title 3 (Revenue and Finance) of the Sunnyvale Municipal Code 
is hereby amended as follows: 

3.80.040. Minimum wage. 
(a) [Text unchanged] 
(b) Effective January 1, 2015, the Minimum Wage shall be an hourly 

rate often dollars and thirty cents ($10.30). On July 1, 2016, the minimum wage 
shall be an hourly rate of eleven dollars ($11.00).

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January 1st thereafter, the Minimum Wage shall increase by an amount 
corresponding to the prior year's increase, if any, in the cost of living up to a 
maximum of five (5) percent annually.

The adjusted Minimum Wage shall be 
announced by November 1st of each year, or as soon as practicable thereafter if 
the Consumer Price Index for August has not yet been published, and shall 
become effective as the new Minimum Wage on January 1st of the following 
year. If there is no increase in the Bay Area Consumer Price Index, the minimum 
wage shall remain unchanged for that year.

SUBJECT
Approval of the Conceptual Design for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation Project

SUMMARY OF COMMISSION ACTION
The Parks and Recreation Commission (PRC) considered this item on September 12, 2018. The
report to the PRC is included as Attachment 1. The PRC voted to pass a motion to recommend to
Council approval of the Preferred Site Plan. The vote was 3-0, with Commissioner Pasqua absent
and one seat vacant (Attachment 3 - Excerpt of Draft PRC meeting minutes of September 12, 2018).

Initial questions and comments from the commissioners focused primarily on how features in the
existing park compare with features in the preferred site plan. In general, almost all existing park
features on the northern half of the site will be replaced, but some, like the water play feature and the
reservable picnic areas will be consolidated for operational efficiency. Most of the features on the
south side of the site such as the parking lot, new auxiliary restroom, park building renovation, and
skate park lighting, were recently updated through receipt of grant funding.  The Preferred Site Plan
is included as Attachment 2.

Other questions from commissioners related to which features were requested, but not represented
in the Preferred Site Plan. A few key features and their estimated construction costs were discussed
as they relate to the approved project budget. Construction costs for the plan presented for approval
are currently estimated to be within the available budget. A dog park was identified as a priority for
the project in a Study Issue regarding the Feasibility of Establishing Additional Dog Parks in
Sunnyvale’s Park System, and during the public input process, batting cages were requested. Neither
are represented in the Preferred Site Plan to reduce the estimated construction costs to fit within the
available budget. Space for the dog park was identified, but it was removed from the overall site plan
with the intent that a very basic simplified dog park would be installed by Parks staff following the
project using funds from the operating budget. Similarly, space for batting cages is identified in the
overall site plan making them relatively easy to install in the future, should funding become available.

In the interest of delivering a complete, high quality finished project with minimal coordination
between City parks staff and the construction contractor, staff is recommending that a dog park along
Wolfe Road near the entrance to the park parking lot be added to the Preferred Site Plan.  The total
estimated construction cost for the project, including the dog park, is expected to be approximately
$360,000 above the available budget and a budget modification will likely be necessary to award a
construction contract.  This amount is just an estimate and the true cost to construct will not be
known until bids are received.

In response to commissioner questions about funding partnerships, Olenka Villarreal, Founder and
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Executive Director of the Magical Bridge Foundation, provided an update on the status of fundraising
for the Magical Bridge Playground at Fair Oaks Park.  The foundation has raised approximately $2.4
million and needs approximately $150,000 to reach the fundraising goal. Ms. Villarreal also
acknowledged some of the major donors.

There were 13 speakers during the public comment period.  They were all in support of including
adequate fields for playing cricket with some also requesting installation of cricket batting cages with
the project. In general, the proposed multi-use artificial turf works well for most of the cricket field, but
is too soft for the area called the pitch which is 10 feet wide by 22 yards in length at the center of the
field. A much firmer surface is desired for the cricket pitch area and conventional pitch surfaces do
not meet safety requirements necessary for multi-use fields.  The Preferred Site Plan includes a
location and striping for a cricket field, and staff will continue to explore options for surfaces that
perform well for playing cricket, and are soft enough for the multi-use field.

PUBLIC CONTACT
Public contact was made by posting the Council agenda on the City's official-notice bulletin board
outside City Hall, at the Sunnyvale Senior Center, Community Center and Department of Public
Safety; and by making the agenda and report available at the Sunnyvale Public Library, the Office of
the City Clerk and on the City's website.

ALTERNATIVES
1. Approve the conceptual design for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation Project as shown on the

Preferred Site Plan (Attachment 6) with direction to include a dog park along Wolfe Road and
authorize staff to proceed with detailed design and preparation of bid documents.

2. Provide other direction to staff as City Council deems appropriate.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Alternative 1:  Approve the conceptual design for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation Project as shown on
the Preferred Site Plan (Attachment 2 of the report) with direction to include a dog park along Wolfe
Road and authorize staff to proceed with detailed design and preparation of bid documents.

Staff feels that the Preferred Site Plan reflects an attractive, sustainable design that will optimize
recreational use of the park. The plan is based on a combination of feedback from the community
and the City staff that will operate and maintain the park.

Recommend to City Council Approval of the Conceptual Design for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation
Project

REPORT IN BRIEF

BACKGROUND
Fair Oaks Park is a 15-acre community park originally built in 1969. It is centrally located within the
City and includes multi-use fields, large picnic areas, basketball courts, a volleyball court, playground,
and a skate park. The proposed project objective is to provide a major renovation to the park and
ensure its sustainability for the future by enhancing recreational usability, increasing attractiveness,
and improving accessibility for all potential park users. Additionally, this project includes replacement
of the athletic fields with the City’s first synthetic turf field, renovation of the picnic areas and park
amenities, upgrades to existing lighting, ADA improvements, replacement of the water play feature
with a more water efficient feature, replacement of basketball courts, installation of a new restroom
facility, and a new parking lot.

Moreover, this project will incorporate an all-inclusive playground designed by the Magical Bridge
Foundation approved by Council for both conceptual design and funding on June 14, 2017 and July
11, 2017, respectively (RTC Nos. 17-0328 and 17-0671). This playground is a separate Capital
Project (832780).

Verde Design Inc., an architecture firm, was awarded a contract for design and construction support
services for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation project on December 19, 2017 (RTC No. 17-1049). City
Council approval of a preferred conceptual design will initiate the development of the detailed design
and construction documents that will be used as part of the invitation to bid process for construction
of the project. It is likely that some features of the final project may vary slightly from the selected
concept as the project evolves through the detailed design process.

An extensive community outreach process for the project was performed to review the objectives of
the project and receive input on desired design features for the new park facility. In the spring of
2018, three community outreach meetings, an online survey, and a park “pop-up” event was held to
gather community input.

City staff, Verde Design, and the Magical Bridge Foundation presented jointly at the public meetings.
Verde Design is the architect for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation project, and the Magical Bridge
Foundation is designing the playground separately. As the project architect for the Fair Oaks Park
Renovation project, Verde Design is responsible for incorporating the Magical Bridge playground
design into the Fair Oaks Park Renovation project construction documents. The final project will be
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bid out as one large project. The preferred conceptual design presented for approval (See
Attachment 6 - Preferred Site Plan dated September 12, 2018) is based on a combination of
feedback from the community, input from City staff that will operate and maintain the facility, and the
goals of the City Council-approved Capital Project.

The City Council is scheduled to consider this item on October 16, 2018.

EXISTING POLICY
General Plan, Chapter 3, Land Use and Transportation - Open Space, Goal LT-8
The City strives to provide and maintain adequate and balanced open space and recreation facilities
for the benefit of maintaining a healthy community based on community needs and the ability of the
City to finance, construct, maintain, and operate these facilities now and in the future.

General Plan, Chapter 4, Community Character - Recreation, Goal CC-11
Prioritization for Recreation Programming:  The City strives to ensure equal opportunities for
participation and to provide for a range of structured and unstructured uses, and a variety of general
and special interest uses in parks and facilities. The City also provides a wide range of program
choices, open space, amenities and facility offerings to meet the recreational needs of a diverse and
changing population, including identified subgroups and special populations. Policies related to
acquiring and/or developing open space facilities and amenities are also included here. Competing
interests and finite resources, however, require the City to set some priorities (Previously Open
Space and Recreation Goal 2.2.D./ Adopted in 2006).

• Policy CC-11.1 Give priority to the following services, facilities and amenities that (Previously
Open Space and Recreation Policies 2.2.D.1. through D.5, D.7):

1. Are not readily available through other providers within or near Sunnyvale.
2. Benefiting under-served populations as identified in the US Census and through

community input.
3. Fulfill a basic need or teach basic skills (e.g., non-competitive, developmental sports

instruction such as learn to swim given priority over competitive sports programming).
4. In which the community demonstrates interest.
5. Benefit a greater number of residents.
6. Can be used by multiple users or serve multiple purposes.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The actions being considered are exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”)
pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15262 as the actions relate to the authorization of a feasibility
and planning study for possible future actions that the City Council has not approved, adopted or
funded.

If a conceptual design for the Fair Oaks Park Renovation Project is approved, the full scope of the
project and any potential impacts will need to be reviewed. It is anticipated that an Initial Study
leading to a Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) will be required for CEQA compliance for this
project. The CEQA determination will be brought to the City Council for approval concurrent with the
award of the construction contract for the project.

DISCUSSION
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The architect and City staff hosted three public meetings to gather input on desired design features
and to select a preferred plan. Additionally, an online survey was posted on the City website and a
Saturday “pop-up” event was held at the park where park users were surveyed. The information from
the survey and “pop-up” event was presented at the second and third public meetings.

The first public meeting was held on Wednesday March 7, 2018 at the Fair Oaks Park
Community Building and was attended by approximately 40 people. The goal of the meeting was to
inform the public of the project background and receive public input about the existing facility. The
architect asked the public to comment on the individual park elements and features, and how the
park could be improved. Comments included recommendations to:  increase the number of
restrooms, add lighting throughout the park, increase parking, add a cricket pitch, add warm up
areas, batting cages, and spread out picnic areas. A break-out session was held in which groups
were asked to mark up an aerial of the park site.  The report summary for this meeting is included as
Attachment 2 - Community Outreach Meeting #1 Report Summary dated March 12, 2018.

The second public meeting was held on March 21, 2018 at the Fair Oaks Park Community Building
and was attended by approximately 20 people. Results from the first public meeting were discussed,
in addition to results from the online survey and the park “pop-up” event. The architect presented
three conceptual designs that were developed based on feedback from the previous meeting. The
general layout and site configuration was similar for all three conceptual designs (Attachment 3).
Option A included a synthetic turf field within the existing field footprint, one dog park, and a tennis
court; Option B included an expanded synthetic field footprint by relocating lights along the western
edge of the fields, two dog parks (big and small dogs), and a tennis court, and; Option C included a
further expanded synthetic turf field based on the relocation of lights around the existing footprint,
and a larger parking area. The public was divided into groups and asked to provide feedback on what
they liked and disliked on each option. Generally, the public liked the larger expanded footprint of the
synthetic turf field and the larger parking space of Option C. The report summary for this meeting is
included as Attachment 3 - Community Outreach Meeting #2 Report Summary dated March 23, 2018.

The third public meeting was held on April 25, 2018 at the Fair Oaks Park Community Building and
was attended by approximately 10 people (See Attachment 4 - Community Outreach Meeting #3
Report Summary dated April 30, 2018). Results from previous meetings were discussed and two
conceptual designs were presented for discussion. The pros and cons for each option were
thoroughly discussed by the group. Generally, the public was in favor of expanded parking, a drop-off
area, and more trees. A couple of members from the audience voiced their concerns over converting
the natural grass fields to synthetic turf. The architect and City staff provided reasoning behind
consideration of synthetic turf for the multi-use fields and the benefits to the community.

Following the third public meeting and utilizing all the public input received to date, the architect
prepared a preferred design that addresses most of the public’s requests. The plan also meets the
needs of the City from an operation, programming and maintenance standpoint. There is an
expanded parking lot; expanded multi-use field footprint; modified basketball court configuration to
preserve existing redwoods; a tree-lined walkway connecting the south parking lot to the new Magical
Bridge Playground; expanded dumpster/recycling area; and updated restroom location. Several items
desired by the public including two dog parks, picnic areas, and landscaping areas, were omitted
from the preferred design due to budget constraints. These items were chosen for omission because
space is available in the park for some of them, such as a dog park, and they can be added relatively
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easily after this project should funding become available.

 The conceptual design presented for approval is based on a combination of feedback from the
community, input from City staff that will operate and maintain the facility, and the goals of the City
Council approved Capital Project.

FISCAL IMPACT
City Council previously approved a budget of $12,000,000 for design and construction of the Fair
Oaks Park Renovation Project (project number 830340). A second project, All Inclusive Playground
(project number 832780 budgeted funds of $4,188,650) will also be used for the funding of the
playground component and related features.

A design contract with a 10% contingency in the amount of $1,189,662 was awarded to Verde Design
on December 19, 2017. Initial estimates for the preferred site plan, exclusive of the playground, are
at $11.7 million and include an escalation factor reflecting current economic conditions. The City has
entered into an agreement with the Magical Bridge Foundation which obligates the City to pay for
$1.8 million towards the inclusive playground costs; costs above this amount will be fund raised by
the foundation.  Approximately $1.6 million in improvements to enhance use of the new Magical
Bridge Playground such as accessible parking, pathways with lighting and updated restrooms will be
paid for from the remaining budgeted funds in the All Inclusive Playground project.

Based on conceptual level estimates, there is adequate funding between the two projects listed
above to fund the project, including construction contingency and other soft costs.  As the project
progresses further into design and estimates are refined to reflect the current economic conditions for
construction activity, modifications may be necessary to keep within the project budget. A future
Report to Council will be presented requesting award of a construction contract after the project is
competitively bid. Operating costs and revenues will be adjusted during the next operating budget
review cycle.

PUBLIC CONTACT
Public contact was made through posting of the Parks and Recreation Commission agenda on the
City’s official-notice bulletin board, on the City’s website, and the availability of the agenda and report
in the Office of the City Clerk.

The three public meetings for the project were conducted by City staff and Verde Design at the Fair
Oaks Park Community Building on March 7, 2018, March 21, 2018, and April 25, 2018. Notification of
these meetings was provided through mail delivery to neighbors that live within 1,000 feet of the
project and advertising via the City’s Facebook page, and the City website. Those that attended any
of the meetings and provided contact information received additional notification of scheduled
meetings on this subject. An online survey for the project was also created on the City website from
February 16, 2018 through March 13, 2018. Thirty-eight responses were received.

Additionally, the City held a “pop-up” event at Fair Oaks park on Saturday March 10, 2018, where the
project team solicited feedback from park users. Approximately six groups stopped by to provide
input.

Assistant City Engineer, Nathan Scribner provided the Parks and Recreation 

Commission with a brief overview of the Conceptual Design for the Fair Oaks Park 

Renovation Project report. Fair Oaks Park is an “Old English” themed 15-acre park 

centrally located within the City. The proposed project is to provide major 

renovations to the park and ensure its sustainability for the future, increase 

attractiveness and optimize recreational use.  The project will incorporate an 

all-inclusive playground designed by Magical Bridge Foundation which was 

approved by Council in 2017. This playground is a separate Capital Project.  Staff 

are working with a target construction cost of $11.7 million (exclusive of the 

playground) and staying within the existing footprint of the park. 

Mr. Scribner provided the Commission with an overview of the conceptual design 

which includes: all-inclusive playground; multi-use sports field with artificial turf and 

lighting; two picnic areas; new restroom facility; a new parking lot and replacement 

of basketball courts. The conceptual design is based on a combination of feedback 

from the community, City staff and the goals of the City Council approved Capital 

Project.  

Mr. Scribner provided an overview of the project outline and next steps.  Council will 

consider this item at their October 16, 2018 meeting. 

Commissioners asked:
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1) What features were removed due to the City’s construction budget?

2) Will there be a reduction in picnic sites?

3) What will be eliminated to allow for the increase in playground size?

4) Will there be a significant impact to water usage with the installation of synthetic 

fields?

5) Has the City considered partnerships with outside organizations for possible 

funding of the park and/or park features?

Mr. Scribner noted:

1) Features removed from the conceptual design include batting cages and a dog 

park. 

2) The number of picnic sites are approximately the same; however, for operational 

efficiencies the sites have been consolidated. 

3) Due to water use and maintenance cost, the current water feature will be 

replaced with water misters.

4) There will be a substantial reduction in water usage given that the park currently 

has approximately 10-acres of irrigated turf. 

5) Olenka Villarreal, founder of the Magical Bridge Foundation, provided the 

Commission with an overview of the agreement between the City of Sunnyvale and 

Magical Bridge Foundation.

Chair Kenton opened the public hearing.

Commissioners inquired on possible locations of a cricket pitch at Fair Oaks Park.  

Mr. Scribner presented possible locations and constraints including the challenge of 
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finding a surface material for the pitch that is soft enough to safely be included in 

the multi-use field, but firm enough to perform well when used playing cricket. Staff 

is continuing to explore various materials and portable options. 

Commissioners inquired on anticipated usage by other sporting groups outside of 

cricket. Community Services Manager Nancy Grove noted that the park is used by 

Pop Warner as their home field; several baseball/softball youth and adult leagues 

and drop-in soccer programs.  She also noted that staff anticipates there will be an 

increase of usage once the synthetic field is installed.

Commissioners inquired on Sunnyvale Cricket Club’s membership size and 

percentage of members residing in Sunnyvale.  Membership size is approximately 

100 with 50% of its members residing in Sunnyvale.

There being no additional public testimony, Chair Kenton closed the public hearing.

Vice Chair McCune moved to recommend to Council approval of the Preferred Site 

Plan as shown on attachment 6 of the report.

SUBJECT
Adopt Positions on State and Local Ballot Measures for the November 6, 2018 Election

BACKGROUND
This report provides an opportunity for the Sunnyvale City Council to take positions on state and local
measures on the November 6, 2018 Ballot. The report summarizes each measure, provides the
City’s adopted policy on the measure (if any), and a staff recommendation, when appropriate. Council
Policy 7.4.16 Ballot Measure Positions, states that staff will provide analysis and a position
recommendation on only those ballot measures that directly impact City business. City business is
defined as all matters directly related to service delivery, or otherwise contributing to the City's
operational success (Per Council Policy 7.4.14 Legislative Advocacy Positions).

As required by state law, no public funds have been or will be used to campaign for or against any of
these measures. Public resources may be used to adopt a position on a measure, as long as that
position is taken at an open and public meeting where all perspectives have the opportunity to be
heard. Staff's recommendations are generally based on existing City policies from documents such
as the General Plan, Legislative Advocacy Positions, and impact on City services and/or operations.

EXISTING POLICY
Council Policy 7.4.16 Ballot Measure Positions: As soon as possible following the release of the
Secretary of State's Official Voter Information Guide or the Santa Clara County Registrar of Voter's
Voter Information Pamphlet, staff will present to Council a report reviewing proposed ballot
measures.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The action being considered does not constitute a “project” with the meaning of the California
Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15378 (a) as it has no
potential for resulting in either a direct physical change in the environment, or a reasonably
foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.

DISCUSSION
A brief analysis of each measure follows, including a measure summary and, for statewide measures
only, the California Legislative Analyst's estimate of state and local government fiscal impact; for
those measures deemed City business, City staff analysis by the appropriate department, existing
City policy citation (if any), and, as appropriate, a staff recommendation are also identified.

Staff recommendation options are: Support, Oppose, No Staff Recommendation, or Take No
Position. While the meaning of “Support” and “Oppose” recommendations are clear, "No Staff
Recommendation" and "Take No Position" are clarified as follows:
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No Staff Recommendation - Consistent with City policy, staff does not provide analysis or
make recommendations on measures that do not impact City business as defined in Council
Policy 7.4.14, Legislative Advocacy Positions.

Take No Position - Despite a measure's ability to impact City business, Staff may recommend
that Council abstain from taking a position. This recommendation to remain neutral on an
issue may be made for a variety of reasons (e.g., ballot language is not clear; the pros and
cons of the business impact cancel each other out; etc.). The reason for recommending this
position will be explained as part of the staff analysis.

State and local ballot measures deemed City business
Proposition 1 - Authorizes Bonds to Fund Specified Housing Assistance Programs.
Legislative Statute.

Summary: Authorizes $4 billion in general obligation bonds for existing affordable housing programs
for low-income residents, veterans, farmworkers, manufactured and mobile homes, infill, and transit-
oriented housing.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:
Increased state costs to repay bonds averaging about $170 million annually over the next 35 years.
These bond funds would be used to provide affordable housing.

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: This measure would provide $3 billion for various state housing
programs such as affordable multifamily housing programs, infrastructure programs, homeownership
programs, and farmworker programs.  Proceeds from the bond sale would be awarded to program
applicants, including local governments, through a competitive process administered by the state.
This measure would also provide $1 billion for home loan assistance to veterans. The passing of this
measure would support the City’s goals to facilitate the development of affordable housing.

Existing City Policy:
Policy HE-1.2 Facilitate the development of affordable housing through regulatory incentives and
concessions, and/or financial assistance.

Policy HE-2.6 Preserve Sunnyvale’s mobile home parks as an affordable housing option. Maintain at
least 400 acres of mobile home park zoning.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Proposition 2 - Authorizes Bonds to Fund Existing Housing Program for Individuals with
Mental Illness. Legislative Statute.

Summary: Amends the Mental Health Services Act to fund No Place Like Home Program, which
finances housing for individuals with mental illness. Ratifies existing law establishing the No Place
Like Home Program.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact: Allows
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the state to use up to $140 million per year of county mental health funds to repay up to $2 billion in
bonds. These bonds would fund housing for those with mental illness who are homeless.

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: While these funds will NOT be administered by the City, if approved
could support financing the development of new supportive housing and treatment for homeless
people living with serious mental health conditions in Sunnyvale.

Existing City Policy:
Policy HE-5.5 Encourage the provision and distribution of residential care facilities throughout the
community.

Policy HE-5.6 Participate in the County Collaborative on Affordable Housing and Homeless Issues to
support its efforts to prevent and end homelessness. Facilitate and sponsor the provision of
permanent supportive housing for homeless people. Support local service providers that offer
facilities and support services to homeless individuals and families, and persons at risk of
homelessness.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Proposition 3 - Authorizes Bonds to Fund Projects for Water Supply and Quality, Watershed,
Fish, Wildlife, Water Conveyance, and Groundwater Sustainability and Storage. Initiative
Statute.

Summary: Authorizes Bonds to Fund Projects for Water Supply and Quality, Watershed, Fish,
Wildlife, Water Conveyance, and Groundwater Sustainability and Storage.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:
Increased state costs to repay bonds averaging about $430 million per year over the next 40 years.
Savings to local governments, likely averaging a couple hundred million dollars annually over the
next few decades.

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: City staff supports this bond measure which will invest $8.877 billion
dollars in California water infrastructure, including key categories like: safe drinking water,
sustainable groundwater management implementation, watershed restoration, fish and wildlife
habitat conservation, infrastructure repair, and many other important water management programs.
The initiative includes a variety of traditional water supply categories, which will be available to many
state water contractors such as the Santa Clara Valley Water District which supplies Sunnyvale with
50% of its water. The City along with the San Francisco Public Utilities Commission (SFPUC), which
supplies Sunnyvale with 53.9% of its water, will also have an opportunity to apply for funding under
this measure. Programs to be funded include the following:

• Wastewater recycling: $400,000,000
• Desalting inland supplies: $400,000,000
• Urban Water Conservation: $300,000,000

As with all General Obligation bonds, if approved, this bond will add to the state’s debt load. The
annual cost of repaying bonds depends primarily on the interest rate and the time over which the
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bonds must be repaid. The state often makes bond payments over a 30-year period. Assuming an
interest rate of 5 percent, for each $1 borrowed the state would pay close to $2 over a typical 30-year
repayment period. Currently California devotes less than five percent of its general fund budget to
servicing general obligation bonds. This is well within the prudent limit for bond expenditures.

Existing City Policy:
EM 1- Adequate Water Supply. Acquire and manage water supplies to meet the 20-year projected
water demands.

EM 2- Water Conservation. Promote efficient use of the City’s water resources.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Proposition 5 - Changes Requirements for Certain Property Owners to Transfer Their Property
Tax Base to Replacement Property. Initiative Constitutional Amendment and Statute.

Summary: Removes certain transfer requirements for homeowners over 55, severely disabled
homeowners, and contaminated or disaster-destroyed property.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  Fiscal
Impact: Schools and local governments each would lose over $100 million in annual property taxes
early on, growing to about $1 billion per year. Similar increase in state costs to backfill school
property tax losses.

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis:  Property taxes are a major source of funding for the City. Prop 5
would expand a homeowner’s ability to transfer current assessed value to a new home, which
reduces property tax revenue to local agencies. Statewide estimates are that it could be as much as
$1 billion per year for schools and local government. It is also not anticipated to improve the state’s
housing situation as there are already tax benefits provided to seniors who choose to downsize. Staff
cannot quantify the impact directly to Sunnyvale, however it is anticipated it would potentially erode
Sunnyvale’s property tax base.

Existing City Policy:

7.0 B(3) Long Term Advocacy Positions- Oppose any legislation that reduces or erodes local
revenues or local control.

Staff Recommendation: Oppose

Proposition 6 - Eliminates Certain Road Repair and Transportation Funding. Requires Certain
Fuel Taxes and Vehicle Fees Be Approved by the Electorate. Initiative Constitutional
Amendment.

Summary: Repeals a 2017 transportation law’s taxes and fees designated for road repairs and public
transportation.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:
Reduced ongoing state revenues of $5.1 billion from the elimination of fuel and vehicle taxes passed
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by the Legislature in 2017. These revenues mainly would have paid for highway and road
maintenance and repairs, as well as transit programs.

The requirement that voters approve new or increased fuel and vehicle taxes passed by the
Legislature in the future could result in lower revenues from such taxes than otherwise would have
been available.

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis:  The City of Sunnyvale has a pavement condition index (PCI) goal
of 80, and currently maintains an average PCI of 75. Sunnyvale performs 20-year financial planning
and has factored in the SB-1 funding (nominal $2.6M per year) into its plan to achieve the pavement
condition goals. In addition, Sunnyvale has recently completed its first project utilizing the FY2017/18
partial increment of SB-1 funds of approximately $875K; expenditure reports are currently being
prepared as required by the bill. Without this funding source, Sunnyvale will be in deficit situation for
street pavement repair activity.

Existing City Policy:
1.0 Long-Term Advocacy Positions - Land Use and Transportation
1.1 The Region- Support efforts to provide a permanent direct percentage of federal transportation
funds to local government transportation departments for priority work in urban areas.

Staff Recommendation: Oppose

Measure K - City of Sunnyvale Transient Occupancy Tax Majority Vote

Summary: The following is the ballot question for Measure K:

To protect and maintain essential city services, including:
· Police/fire/911 emergency response;
· Pothole, streets, sidewalks, and neighborhood park maintenance/repairs;
· Senior/youth/library programs; and
· Other services,

Shall the City of Sunnyvale adopt an ordinance increasing the transient occupancy tax paid only by
hotel guests from 10.5% to 12.5%, providing approximately $2,900,000 additional revenue annually
until ended by voters, with independent audits, and all funds used locally?

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  N/A

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: Increasing the Transient Occupancy Tax (TOT) rate will bring the
City’s tax rate into line with the County-wide average and serve to improve Sunnyvale’s financial
stability and maintain funding for essential services. This measure is part of a broader look at all
revenues in an effort to stabilize Sunnyvale’s long-term financial plan, particularly in the General
Fund. All funds generated by the new TOT revenue will support services that maintain the
community’s quality of life by supporting local services like public safety, park maintenance and street
repair.

Existing City Policy: Long-term Advocacy Position 7.0 Fiscal Management (5) Ensure local
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governments’ revenue sources are protected and predictable.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Measure L - City of Sunnyvale Charter Amendment Majority Vote

Summary:  The following is the ballot question for Measure L:

Shall Sunnyvale City Charter section 604 be amended to allow the City Council to decide whether to
fill a City Council vacancy by calling a special election, or by making an appointment, with the person
appointed to fill the vacancy holding the office until a successor is elected at the next regularly
scheduled municipal or statewide election that can be consolidated?

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  N/A

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis:  In late 2017, the City Council established a Charter Review
Committee (CRC) to analyze alternatives and propose a recommendation to the Council for
amending City Charter Section 604 related to vacancies in Council seats. The CRC met eight times
between January and April 2018. It developed proposed language amending Charter Section 604
over the course of those meetings and prepared a report explaining the recommended amendment.
On May 22, 2018, the CRC presented its recommendation for amending Section 604. Amending
Charter Section 604 requires voter approval. The Council approved the CRC’s recommendation and
directed staff to return with appropriate actions to place the measure on the November 2018 ballot.

Currently, to fill a vacancy on the City Council, existing City Charter Section 604 requires that the City
call a special municipal election within 120 days of the date the vacancy is declared, with two limited
exceptions: (1) the special election may be consolidated when a general or statewide election is
scheduled within 180 days from the date that the vacancy is declared; and (2) if the vacancy is due to
death or involuntary removal of a councilmember and the unexpired term of the vacant seat is less
than 180 days, the Council may fill the vacancy by appointment.

The proposed provisions would apply regardless of the reason for the vacancy, eliminating the
current distinction between involuntary and voluntary vacancies. The City Council would be required
to declare the seat vacant within thirty days of the vacancy, and within sixty days of that declaration
choose to either (1) appoint someone or (2) call a special election to fill the vacancy. An individual
appointed would hold office until a successor is elected and qualified through the next general
municipal election or a special municipal election consolidated with the next statewide election,
whichever occurs earlier. The Councilmember then elected would serve out the unexpired term, and
until a successor is elected and qualified.  No more than two appointed members could serve at one
time.

Existing City Policy:  Sunnyvale Charter- Section 604 Vacancies.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Measure BB - Santa Clara Unified School District School Bond

Summary: The following is the ballot question for Measure BB:
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To construct classrooms, labs, and school libraries to support student achievement, college
readiness, and career training in math, science, engineering, technology, and arts; acquire, renovate,
construct and equip facilities to improve older schools; to fix deteriorating roofs, plumbing and
electrical systems, shall Santa Clara Unified School District issue $720 million in bonds, raising
approximately 5 cents/$100 of assessed value ($45 million annually) for 32 years to improve local
schools, with independent citizen oversight, and all money staying local?

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  N/A

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: This measure is in alignment with Sunnyvale’s goal of supporting
efforts to improve quality education. Funding from this measure would be dedicated to the upgrade of
existing and construction of new classrooms, labs and libraries thereby providing a safe and

welcoming learning environment for our students.

Existing City Policy: Policy 5.1.1 Goal 5.1E Support efforts to improve the availability and quality of
education made available in Sunnyvale.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Measure CC - Fremont Union High School District School Bond 55% Vote

Summary: The following is the ballot question for Measure CC:

To upgrade school safety and security systems; repair leaky roofs and windows, support programs in
science, technology, English, arts, and math with 21st century infrastructure; provide essential
seismic upgrades, and acquire, construct, repair sites, facilities and equipment; shall Fremont Union
High School District issue $275 million in bonds at legal rates, raising an estimated $17.5 million
annually until approximately 2050 at projected rates of 1.6 cents per $100 of assessed valuation, with
citizens’ oversight and all funds staying local?

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  N/A

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: This measure is in alignment with Sunnyvale’s goal of supporting
efforts to improve quality education.  Funding from this measure would be dedicated to upgrade
existing facilities thereby providing a safe and welcoming learning environment for our students.
Funding would also support educational programs in science, technology, English, arts and math.

Existing City Policy: Policy 5.1.1 Goal 5.1E Support efforts to improve the availability and quality of
education made available in Sunnyvale.

Staff Recommendation: Support

Measure GG - Sunnyvale School District School Bond 55% Vote

Summary: The following is the ballot question for Measure GG:

To continue critical renovation and modernization at District schools, improve energy efficiency,
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upgrade safety and technology to provide high quality classrooms and maintain facilities for students
and the community, shall Sunnyvale School District issue $100 million in bonds at legal interest rates,
raising an average of $6 million annually for 32 years, at a rate of one cent per $100 of assessed
value, with independent oversight, accountability and all funds benefitting local elementary and
middle schools?

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:  N/A

City of Sunnyvale Staff Analysis: This measure is in alignment with Sunnyvale’s goal of supporting
efforts to improve quality education. Funding from this measure would be dedicated to upgrade
existing facilities thereby providing a safe and welcoming learning environment for our students.
Facility upgrades also include energy efficiency improvements, which are also consistent with our

sustainability goals and green building program policies.

Existing City Policy: Policy 5.1.1 Goal 5.1E Support efforts to improve the availability and quality of
education made available in Sunnyvale.

EC-2 Require green building practices in new residential and commercial development and
remodels.

Staff Recommendation: Support

State and local ballot measures deemed City business with staff not recommending a specific
position

Proposition 10 - Expands Local Governments’ Authority to Enact Rent Control on Residential
Property. Initiative Statute.

Summary: Repeals state law that currently restricts the scope of rent control policies that cities and
other local jurisdictions may impose on residential property.

Summary of Legislative Analyst’s Estimate of Net State and Local Government Fiscal Impact:
Potential net reduction in state and local revenues of tens of millions of dollars per year in the long
term. Depending on actions by local communities, revenue losses could be less or considerably
more.

City of Sunnyvale Staff:  Costa-Hawkins contains some basic rules concerning the enactment by
cities of local rent control, and in particular, no local rent control law can interfere with an owner’s
ability to set the rental rate of his or her property where:

(a) New Construction. The unit is constructed and issued a certificate of occupancy after February
1, 1995.

(b) Previously Exempt. The unit was already exempt from local residential rent control on or
before February 1, 1995, pursuant to a local exemption for newly constructed units.

(c) Single-Family Homes; Condominiums. Where the title to the unit is separate from the title of
other connected, dwelling units, such as condominiums and townhouses.

(d) Vacancy Decontrol. The unit is vacated voluntarily by the tenant. In that instance, the landlord
has a right to increase rent prices to market rates.
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This measure will allow, not require, local governments to adopt rent control ordinances. The City
currently does not have a rent control policy; however, if the City studies rent control in the future and
would like to adopt a rent stabilization policy, this measure will create a more straightforward process
and more units would be qualified for rent stabilizing ordinances. This measure’s intent is consistent
with the City’s goal to enhance housing affordability. However, there are concerns that unintended
consequences of implementing rent control programs could affect the availability and construction of
new housing, including multifamily. Staff recommends that Council abstain from taking a position due
to the uncertainty that the outcome of implementing rent control will result in more affordable housing
options.

Existing City Policy:
HE 1.2 Facilitate the development of affordable housing through regulatory incentives and
concessions, and/or financial assistance.

Staff Recommendation: Take No Position

State and local ballot measures deemed not City business
All measures deemed not City business are presented for potential Council action; however, do not
include staff analysis or recommendation

Proposition 4 - Authorizes Bonds Funding Construction at Hospitals Providing Children’s
Health Care.  Initiative Statute.

Summary: Authorizes $1.5 billion in bonds, to be repaid from state’s General Fund, to fund grants for
construction, expansion, renovation, and equipping of qualifying children’s hospitals. Fiscal Impact:
Increased state costs to repay bonds averaging about $80 million annually over the next 35 years.

Proposition 7 - Conforms California Daylight Saving Time to Federal Law. Allows Legislature
to Change Daylight Saving Time Period. Legislative Statute.

Summary: Gives Legislature ability to change daylight saving time period by two-thirds vote, if
changes are consistent with federal law. Fiscal Impact: This measure has no direct fiscal effect
because changes to daylight saving time would depend on future actions by the Legislature and
potentially the federal government.

Proposition 8 - Regulates Amounts Outpatient Kidney Dialysis Clinics Charge for Dialysis
Treatment. Initiative Statute.

Summary:  Requires rebates and penalties if charges exceed limit. Requires annual reporting to the
state. Prohibits clinics from refusing to treat patients based on payment source. Fiscal Impact:
Overall annual effect on state and local governments ranging from net positive impact in the low tens
of millions of dollars to net negative impact in the tens of millions of dollars.

Proposition 11 - Requires Private-Sector Emergency Ambulance Employees to Remain On-
Call During Work Breaks. Eliminates Certain Employer Liability. Initiative Statute.

Summary: Law entitling hourly employees to breaks without being on-call would not apply to private-
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sector ambulance employees. Fiscal Impact: Likely fiscal benefit to local governments (in the form of
lower costs and higher revenues), potentially in the tens of millions of dollars each year.

Proposition 12 - Establishes New Standards for Confinement of Specified Farm Animals; Bans
Sale of Noncomplying Products. Initiative Statute.

Summary: Establishes minimum requirements for confining certain farm animals. Prohibits sales of
meat and egg products from animals confined in noncomplying manner. Fiscal Impact: Potential
decrease in state income tax revenues from farm businesses, likely not more than several million
dollars annually. State costs up to $10 million annually to enforce the measure.

FISCAL IMPACT
As required by state law, no public funds have been or will be used to campaign for or against any of
these measures and therefore there is no fiscal impact to this report.

3 18-0418 Recommend to City Council Approval of the Conceptual Design for the 

Fair Oaks Park Renovation Project 

Assistant City Engineer, Nathan Scribner provided the Parks and Recreation 

Commission with a brief overview of the Conceptual Design for the Fair Oaks Park 

Renovation Project report. Fair Oaks Park is an “Old English” themed 15-acre park 

centrally located within the City. The proposed project is to provide major 

renovations to the park and ensure its sustainability for the future, increase 

attractiveness and optimize recreational use.  The project will incorporate an 

all-inclusive playground designed by Magical Bridge Foundation which was 

approved by Council in 2017. This playground is a separate Capital Project.  Staff 

are working with a target construction cost of $11.7 million (exclusive of the 

playground) and staying within the existing footprint of the park. 

Mr. Scribner provided the Commission with an overview of the conceptual design 

which includes: all-inclusive playground; multi-use sports field with artificial turf and 

lighting; two picnic areas; new restroom facility; a new parking lot and replacement 

of basketball courts. The conceptual design is based on a combination of feedback 

from the community, City staff and the goals of the City Council approved Capital 

Project.  

Mr. Scribner provided an overview of the project outline and next steps.  Council will 

consider this item at their October 16, 2018 meeting. 

Commissioners asked:

1) What features were removed due to the City’s construction budget?

2) Will there be a reduction in picnic sites?

3) What will be eliminated to allow for the increase in playground size?
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4) Will there be a significant impact to water usage with the installation of synthetic 

fields?

5) Has the City considered partnerships with outside organizations for possible 

funding of the park and/or park features?

Mr. Scribner noted:

1) Features removed from the conceptual design include batting cages and a dog 

park. 

2) The number of picnic sites are approximately the same; however, for operational 

efficiencies the sites have been consolidated. 

3) Due to water use and maintenance cost, the current water feature will be 

replaced with water misters.

4) There will be a substantial reduction in water usage given that the park currently 

has approximately 10-acres of irrigated turf. 

5) Olenka Villarreal, founder of the Magical Bridge Foundation, provided the 

Commission with an overview of the agreement between the City of Sunnyvale and 

Magical Bridge Foundation.

Chair Kenton opened the public hearing.

Commissioners inquired on possible locations of a cricket pitch at Fair Oaks Park.  

Mr. Scribner presented possible locations and constraints including the challenge of 

finding a surface material for the pitch that is soft enough to safely be included in 

the multi-use field, but firm enough to perform well when used playing cricket. Staff 

is continuing to explore various materials and portable options. 
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Commissioners inquired on anticipated usage by other sporting groups outside of 

cricket. Community Services Manager Nancy Grove noted that the park is used by 

Pop Warner as their home field; several baseball/softball youth and adult leagues 

and drop-in soccer programs.  She also noted that staff anticipates there will be an 

increase of usage once the synthetic field is installed.

Commissioners inquired on Sunnyvale Cricket Club’s membership size and 

percentage of members residing in Sunnyvale.  Membership size is approximately 

100 with 50% of its members residing in Sunnyvale.

There being no additional public testimony, Chair Kenton closed the public hearing.

Associate Planner Teresa Zarrin presented the staff report. 

Commissioner Weiss asked staff about the potential for other cell phone carriers to 

place equipment on utility poles. Assistant Director Andrew Miner stated that 

carriers have the authority to use the public right-of-way and that the City’s purview 

is limited to the Design Criteria. Commissioner Weiss asked about the possibility of 

multiple carriers using the same utility pole. Assistant Director Miner stated an 

opinion that it would be unlikely due to utility pole constraints and the City’s pole 

height requirement. 

Commissioner Weiss asked staff about undergrounding utilities. Assistant Director 

Miner advised that an encroachment permit is required for undergrounding in the 

right-of-way and that the City is examining vaulting standards to determine the 

feasibility of undergrounding. 

Chair Howard opened the Public Hearing. 

Sonya Lee and Michael Lee, appellants, presented images and information about 

the proposed project. 

Mark Peters, representing the CBR Group and Verizon Wireless (Verizon), 

presented images and information about the proposed project. 

Rajat Mathur, representing Hammett and Edison, presented information about the 

proposed project. 
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Chair Howard asked the applicant how radiofrequency (RF) emissions for a wireless 

telecommunications facility compare to RF emissions for home devices such as a 

microwave oven or Wi-Fi router. Mr. Mathur provided details about these RF 

emissions relative to the Federal Communications Commission’s (FCC) public limit 

and noted that a cell phone has the maximum potential for RF exposure.

Assistant Director Miner commented that previously proposed projects for wireless 

telecommunication facilities were modified to remove the battery backup, stack the 

units and install a shield at the top and advised that the Planning Commission could 

make this same request. 

Vice Chair Simons confirmed with Mr. Peters that they can modify the project to a 

slimline design. Vice Chair Simons confirmed with Mr. Peters that the equipment 

boxes will be painted dark brown. 

Commissioner Weiss commented on the 26 locations proposed by Verizon for the 

installation of wireless telecommunication facilities and asked the applicant about 

potential ill will generated towards Verizon. Mr. Peters stated that this is the third 

appeal out of 17 approvals and that Verizon works closely with staff to meet the 

needs of residents and comply with City standards. 

Commissioner Weiss asked if Verizon can underground their equipment. Mr. Peters 

stated that certain equipment must stay on the pole and that there is often not 

sufficient underground space or a conflict with existing utilities. Mr. Peters provided 

information about different operational issues, such as flooding or conformance with 

the City’s noise ordinance. Mr. Peters noted that Verizon’s goal is to use existing 

infrastructure in the right-of-way. Commissioner Weiss noted that Verizon provides 

service in her neighborhood without wireless telecommunication facilities. Mr. 

Peters provided information about network capacity challenges due to the increased 

use of mobile devices.      

Commissioner Harrison asked the applicant about their rationale in not choosing the 

comparable alternative location. Mr. Peters advised that the selected site has the 

most tree screening whereas the two alternative locations have less or no screening 

and are further out from the search radius. Commissioner Harrison stated that the 

presence of trees to provide visual screening is part of the City’s Design Criteria 

and commented that the selected location best meets the criteria. 

Chair Howard asked the applicant if City light poles would be a less favorable option 
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due to the limited availability of network infrastructure. Mr. Peters explained that City 

light poles cover a smaller area due to their height, that there is a cost to implement 

fiber and that not all Cities will sublet power so Verizon must sometimes implement 

ground cabinets.   

Anjaneya Modak, Sunnyvale resident, asked if one City light pole can be co-opted 

while the City pursues a Master License Agreement (MLA) and commented that the 

impact to neighborhoods should be minimized. 

Tom Chernesky, Sunnyvale resident, stated an opinion that the equipment would be 

an eyesore, that alternative locations exist and that the City’s first consideration 

should be for the residents. 

Jay Feldman, Sunnyvale resident, commented on the negative impact of the 

proposed project and the availability of nearby City light poles. Mr. Feldman stated 

an opinion that undergrounding issues can be solved and that they plan to 

discontinue service with Verizon if the equipment is installed.  

Ms. Lee and Mr. Lee presented additional information about the proposed project. 

Mr. Peters presented additional information about the proposed project.  

Commissioner Weiss asked the applicant about the frequency of installing 

equipment upgrades as they become available. Mr. Peters stated that Verizon is 

always moving towards more energy efficient, smaller units and that they would not 

wait for the renewal of the permit to update the equipment. 

Commissioner Weiss asked the applicant about Verizon installing their own poles. 

Mr. Peters stated that this is not a commonly utilized solution because there is 

usually significantly more objection to the installation of new poles rather than using 

existing infrastructure. Commissioner Weiss confirmed with Mr. Peters that the CBR 

group has not implemented any new poles on Verizon’s behalf.   

Chair Howard asked the applicant about the equipment’s life span. Mr. Peters 

provided information about the timing of upgrades and stated that the overall life 

span is ten years. Chair Howard discussed carrier frequencies and infrastructure 

with Mr. Peters. 

Chair Howard closed the Public Hearing. 
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Commissioner Harrison commented on the primary view as mentioned in the Design 

Criteria. Assistant Director Miner advised that the primary view is generally obvious 

and that a garage would not be considered a primary view. Assistant Director Miner 

noted that the impact of the proposed project diminishes with distance and that the 

selected location has trees for screening. 

Commissioner Harrison asked staff if there was any circumstance where a City light 

pole could be used without a MLA. Assistant City Attorney Melissa Tronquet 

advised that this is a City policy issue and provided information about the history of 

light poles in the City. Assistant Director Miner explained the difficulties in using City 

light poles for wireless telecommunication facilities. Commissioner Harrison asked 

staff if this application meets the Design Criteria. Assistant Director Miner stated that 

the Planning Commission must decide if the application meets the Design Criteria 

and commented that staff is working to update the Design Criteria. Commissioner 

Harrison confirmed language pertaining to the slimline design with Assistant Director 

Miner.  

MOTION: Vice Chair Simons moved and Commissioner Olevson seconded the 

motion for Alternative 2 – Deny the appeal and affirm the Director of Community 

Development’s determination to approve the MPP, subject to modified Conditions of 

Approval –

1. Two cabinets will be installed, without a battery backup, and the associated 

equipment will be mounted vertically and as snug as possible to the utility pole, with 

a shield on top to minimize the visual impact. 

2. The equipment cabinets will be painted a dark brown color, as described by the 

applicant. 

Vice Chair Simons noted his appreciation for the appellant’s question about 

alternative locations but stated that most of the alternative locations are not 

currently feasible. Vice Chair Simons stated that the Planning Commission’s purview 

is limited to aesthetics and that this location is the best option. Vice Chair Simons 

commented that in regards to health concerns a cell phone emits more RF 

emissions than a cell phone tower. Vice Chair Simons commented on the change in 

the City’s infrastructure from large cell phone towers to microcells and the resulting 

conflict with neighborhoods.      

Commissioner Olevson stated that the City has little to no ability to reject these 
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applications since the FCC establishes the limits for public health. Commissioner 

Olevson noted that information available via the internet is not always peer 

reviewed. Commissioner Olevson commented that the state of California has 

preempted the location of the wireless telecommunication facilities and so the 

Planning Commission’s decision is based solely on the Design Criteria. 

Commissioner Olevson stated that the potential use of City light poles is a policy 

decision that will be made by the City Council. Commissioner Olevson stated that 

the Planning Commission can only uphold the laws and encouraged anyone looking 

for policy change to contact the City Council. Commissioner Olevson stated a belief 

that the applicant has selected the best location and that he will be supporting the 

motion. 

Commissioner Weiss complimented the appellant for their efforts and for organizing 

the community. Commissioner Weiss suggested to the appellant to make a request 

to the City Council that the Design Criteria be updated and to move forward with the 

MLA. Commissioner Weiss stated an opinion that Verizon did not make a good faith 

effort to find the optimum location for the proposed project but noted that the 

Planning Commission is legally constrained by the FCC and the Design Criteria. 

Commissioner Weiss stated that she will unwillingly be supporting the motion.      

   

Chair Howard commented that he has a utility pole in his front yard but that the 

adjacent tree provides adequate screening and that equipment placed on the pole 

would not be an imposition. Chair Howard noted that the RF emission from 

microcells is not his primary safety concern for his children. Chair Howard stated 

that the Planning Commission’s authority cannot go beyond the aesthetics set by 

the Design Criteria. Chair Howard thanked the appellant and members of the public 

for their efforts and engaging in the public process.

Vice Chair Simons suggested to staff that wiring be undergrounded for City light 

poles to improve the aesthetics, should the potential MLA be approved. Assistant 

Director Miner stated that he will pass this recommendation along.  

Commissioner Harrison commented that the waiting time for engineering to process 

underground electrical service is approximately eight months but can be up to three 

years and costs between seven and eight thousand dollars. Commissioner 

Harrisons stated that an upgrade in PG&E service can be approved in about six 

weeks.

SUBJECT
Adopt a Resolution Approving and Authorizing the Execution of Documents in Connection with the
Removal of Property Under the 1998 Facility Lease between the City and the Former Redevelopment
Agency of the City of Sunnyvale

BACKGROUND
In March 1998, the City issued its 1998 Parking Facility Certificates of Participation (1998 COPs) to
refund the existing debt issued for the Town Center parking facility. The 1998 COPs were secured by
a lease of the Town Center parking facility with the Redevelopment Agency (RDA) acting as lessor
and the City acting as lessee. The City's lease payments are equal to the debt payments on the 1998
COPS. The lease under the 1998 COPs allows for the removal of the asset and/or substitution of a
different asset in its place. The COP documents require that the fair rental value of the new
(remaining) leased asset(s) be at least equal to the maximum annual debt service on the 1998
COPs. Generally, municipal borrowers can make this determination if the value of the leased assets
is equal to or higher than the amount of debt the assets secure.

On April 6, 1999, Council authorized the removal of what are now parking garages located at 325 and
225 South Taaffe Street (garages across from Macy’s and Target) as a leased asset for the 1998
COPs and the substitution of two parcels the City acquired from American Mall Properties (AMP).
The two parcels that were substituted consisted of the Macy's surface lot and Penney's surface lot.
Upon the substitution, the new assets under the 1998 Facility Lease were the remaining portions of
the Town Center parking facility and the Macy's and Penney's parcels. In late 2002, a four-story
parking garage was built on the Penney's parcel.

On August 17, 2004, the RDA approved a Disposition and Development and Owner Participation
Agreement with Fourth Quarter Properties XLVIII, LLC for redevelopment of the Town Center Mall
site (i.e., the Forum Development Group Project). The Project included the demolition of the Town
Center parking facility, the two-story structure located near Mathilda. As a result, the City removed
the remaining portions of the Town Center parking facility as the asset that secured the 1998 Facility
Lease. The land and improvements on the Macy's and Penney's parcels remained as the assets
under the 1998 Facility Lease

EXISTING POLICY
1998 Certificates of Participation - Article II, Section 2.06: Substitution or Removal of Leased
Property, allows the lease to be amended to remove assets.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
The action being considered is exempt from the California Environmental Quality Act ("CEQA")
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pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15061 (b) (3) as the activity is covered by the general rule
that CEQA applies only to projects which have the potential for causing a significant effect on the
environment. Where it can be seen with certainty that there is no possibility that the activity in
question may have a significant effect on the environment, the activity is not subject to CEQA.

DISCUSSION
On June 30, 2016, the Redevelopment Successor Agency approved a Modified and Restated
Disposition and Development and Owner Participation Agreement (MRADDOPA) with Sunnyvale
STC for redevelopment of the Town Center Mall site. The MRADDOPA includes terms to transfer Lots
1, 3, and 4 of Block 6 (the Macy’s surface lot and two air parcels) to the developer (section 4.04(e))
as part of the agreement for the development. Lot 1, which is the Macy’s surface parking lot, is
currently a leased asset for the 1998 COPs. The City has received a formal request from the
developer for conveyance of the Block 6 property. In order to complete the transfer in accordance
with section 4.04 (e) of the MRADDOPA the Macy’s surface parking lot must be removed as a leased
asset for the 1998 COPs.

Based on an appraisal completed for the Penney's parcel, the value of the annual fair market rent for
the land and improvements is above the maximum annual debt service on the 1998 COPs. The value
of the land and improvements is approximately $27.6 million. This value generates a fair market rent
value of $1,980,000. The maximum annual debt service is $1.25 million.

To accomplish the removal of Macy’s surface parking lot from the leased asset pledge, the 1998 COP
documents require that the following items be executed by the City and the Successor Agency.

1. Officer's Certificate of City (See Attachment 1)
The Director of Finance must provide a certificate containing the following:

a. Legal Description: A description of the leased asset to be released.
b. Annual Rental Payments: Certifying that the annual fair market rental value of the leased

property after the removal is at least equal to the maximum annual rental payments on the
leased asset before the removal.

2. Amendment of 1998 COP Documents
Jones Hall, the Bond Counsel for the 1998 COPs, has prepared amendments to the following
existing COP documents, to be executed by the City and the RDA:

a. Third Amendment to the Facility Lease: Further amends the 1998 Facility Lease to remove the
Macy's surface parking lot, known as Lot 1 of Block 6 (see Attachment 2).

b. Assignment Agreement: Amendment of the original Assignment Agreement, whereby the
Agency transfers its right to receive Base Rental Payments to the Trustee, to refer only to the
remaining leased property (the Penney's parking garage) (see Attachment 3).

c. Termination Agreement: Terminates the original 1998 COP Facility Lease and Assignment
Agreement with respect to the Macy's parking lot property to be released (see Attachment 4).

3. Delivery of Bond Counsel Opinion
Upon completion of the above actions the bond counsel, Jones Hall will deliver
an opinion stating that the removal documents have been duly authorized and
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executed and serve as valid and binding obligations of the City and the Successor Agency.

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no fiscal impact from taking this action.

PUBLIC CONTACT
Public contact was made by posting the Council agenda on the City's official-notice bulletin board
outside City Hall, at the Sunnyvale Senior Center, Community Center and Department of Public
Safety; and by making the agenda and report available at the Sunnyvale Public Library, the Office of
the City Clerk and on the City's website.

THE REMOVAL OF PROPERTY UNDER THE 1998 
FACILITY LEASE WITH THE CITY OF SUNNYVALE 

WHEREAS, the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Sunnyvale, as succeeded by the 
Successor Agency to the Redevelopment Agency of the City of Sunnyvale (the "Agency") has 
previously entered into a Facility Lease Agreement dated as of March 1, 1998, as subsequently 
amended (the "Facility Lease") with the City of Sunnyvale (the "City") for the purpose of 
providing for the lease financing of certain property used as a public parking facility by the City 
(the "Property"); and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 2.06 of the Facility Lease, the Agency has the right to 
remove properties leased under the Facility Lease at any time upon meeting the requirements of 
such Section 2.06, and the City Council, as governing board of the Agency, wishes at this time to 
remove from the Facility Lease the parcel described as Lot 1 of Block 6 of Tract No. 9925, 
entitled "Sunnyvale Town Center", filed October 1, 2007 in Book 818 of Maps at Page 45 
through 55 inclusive (the "Removed Property"). 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SUCCESSOR AGENCY TO THE 
REDEVELOPMENT AGENCY OF THE CITY OF SUNNYVALE THAT: 

1. The Agency hereby authorizes and approves the removal of the Removed 
Property from the Facility Lease. Such removal shall be made in accordance with 
the provisions of Section 2.06 of the Facility Lease. 

2. The Chair of the Agency, the Executive Director, the Secretary, the Treasurer and 
all other officers and representatives of the Agency are hereby authorized and 
directed, for and in the name and on behalf of the Agency, to do any and all things 
and take any and all actions, including execution and delivery of any and all 
assignments, certificates, requisitions, agreements, notices, consents, instruments 
of conveyance, warrants and other documents, which they, or any of them, may 
deem necessary or advisable in order to consummate the removal of properties 
pursuant to this Resolution.
