
FRIENDLY EXCHANGE RELATIONS AGREEMENT 

between 

DUBNA, MOSCOW REGION, RUSSIAN FEDERATION 
and 

SUNNYVALE, CALIFORNIA, UNITED STATES OF AMERICA 

The City of Dubna, Moscow region, Russian Federation, and Sunnyvale, California, the United 
States of America, wish to enhance the understanding and friendship between two cities, and 
agree to establish friendly exchange relations through friendly consultations as follows: 

1. Adhering to the principle of equality and mutual benefit, both cities may initiate various 
information sharing opportunities and exchanges in terms of the economy, trade, science 
and technology, culture, education, health, environmental protection, etc. in order to 
promote common prosperity and quality of life. 

2. Leaders and relevant departments of both cities may keep in regular contact for the 
convenience of discussion and consultation on various issues of mutual interest. 

3. This friendly exchange relations agreement shall take effect from the day that the 
Agreement has been signed by both sides. 

4. This friendly exchange relations agreement is executed in Russian and English in 
duplicate. 

5. This Memorandum of Understanding may be terminated, in whole or in part, when such 
action is deemed by either city to be in its best interest. 

6. This Memorandum of Understanding will automatically sunset three years from the date 
of enactment.
