SUMMARY OF COMMISSION ACTION
The Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Commission considered this item on February 20 and April 16.

At the April 16 meeting, the Bicycle and Pedestrian Advisory Commission voted 7-0 to approve a
recommendation to City Council to use TDA (Transportation Development Act) Article 3 grant fund for
Fiscal Year 2020/21, estimated at $157,810, for the recommended project: Safety Improvements at
the Intersection of Fremont Avenue and Manet Drive/Bobwhite Avenue.

If approved, the estimated funding and increase to the project budget will be included in the FY
2020/21 Adopted Budget.
